The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 11th day of January, 2011 with the following members present Clark Sheets, John Walker, and Sandy Ogle.
 MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President Sandy Ogle.

MINUTES: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Clark Sheets to approve the minutes for the January 6th meeting. Vote: Sheets, yea, Walker, yea, Ogle, yea.

COUNTY RESIDENT BILL KEAPNER: County Resident Bill Kaeppner asked if Commissioner Clark Sheets had resigned from his past Trustee committees and boards before accepting appointments as a commissioner. Clark confirmed that he had resigned from all former committees and boards. Bill also suggests that the lids on the recycling bins be left open for easier access and litter about the Recycling Center is still an ongoing problem. He also stated that he went to a Tourism meeting and talked about parking for the upcoming Warrior Dash where he is expecting attendance of 8000.

JUSTICE ASSISTANCE GRANT-SHERIFF: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by John Walker to approve the advancement of $41,515.00 to be taken from Commissioners Contingency Fund and put into the Sheriff’s Office Justice Assistance Grant fund T-83 as the Sheriff’s Office was awarded $41,515.00 to upgrade/purchase patrol cruisers and once the reimbursement is received the advance funds will be paid back.

FOR THE RECORD: President Sandy Ogle contacted Iron Mountain to inquire if title positions could be used in the authorizing agreement rather than names. She was informed they will not accept titles but require names to be on the authorization agreement and any new authorization signatures need to be on their files. 
Sandy made comment that she talked to Judge Wallace regarding the possibility of using Community Service workers to clean the Recycling Center area if the need arises. 

DOOR REPLACEMENT QUOTE: Quotes from Logan Glass $5,500.00 and Anytime Locksmith $10,254.00 were submitted to furnish & install metal doors and frames with rim panic hardware & installation for 6 exiting doors that are needed in the Old Sheriff’s Building. Both estimates will be taken to safety Director Marjorie Davis for assessment.

WASHINGTON STREET SEWER: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by John Walker to approve the needed permit in the amount of $300.00 for Sands and Decker, and an engineer drawing costing approximately $3000.00 to be submitted to the EPA for the replacement of sewer lines at Washington Street.

FOR THE RECORD: John made comment of the Rocky Boot water tower monitoring system is down and the water tower is empty and Ohio Pump and Supply has been contracted to do service work on the water tower and it will be refilled. Clark stated that the tower needs to be given to Rocky Boots as it is there for their use. John said that legal opinion and research is needed to find who is responsible in order to proceed.
