COUNTY RESIDENTS COY AND JARED LEHMAN: County residents Coy and Jared Lehman spoke to the Commissioners regarding ongoing issue of the neighbors dogs killing their goats, Coy stated that the article in the Logan Daily News was incorrect and there was no Labrador involved and the report on the goat necropsy is also incorrect. They had talked to Jason and both canine and coyote marks were on the goat. He stated that he had asked for records since July 2008 and still has not received them. Sandy asked what reports and Coy stated the Dog Warden’s report and logs. He suggested that an outside agency investigation be done. Jared stated that he is aware that there are coyotes in the area but the issue is with the neighbor’s dogs and not coyotes. His son has witnessed the dogs killing their deer right in front of him. The thing is I have dogs coming on my property killing my animals, I don’t want money, and I want something done. The fact is I had a goat killed over the weekend by dogs and an eye witness watched it. Where does it stop? Does it take a kid in Hocking County to get hurt by a dog? Sandy stated she doesn’t was to see any kid get hurt. Jared stated he has fence all around his property and asked what are they suppose to do, other neighbors refuse to tie up their dogs. Are we supposed to wait until a child is hurt before anything can be done? There have been 14 dogs and the guy who owns the dogs is in a nursing home. Sandy stated she will be talking to the prosecutor about the matter and we‘ll get a copy of his report and you can pick it up here or we can mail it to you. Sandy called Don Kiger on the phone to request the report and to drop it off by tomorrow. Coy asked the Commissioners what is their response or actions that they might do or investigate. Sandy stated we’ll be checking into it, but unless the dog is on the road there really isn’t anything Mr. Kiger can do – he can’t just go pick up someone’s dog, we’ll find out for certain. Coy asks where do we file a complaint, Municipal Court said we had to go to the Dog Warden. Sandy said if that’s what the Court said to do then you should file an affidavit starting with the Dog Warden and go from there.
