COMMISSIONERS MEETING February 22, 2011


The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 22nd day of February, 2011 with the following members present Clark Sheets, John Walker, and Sandy Ogle.

MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President Sandy Ogle.

MINUTES: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by John Walker to approve the minutes for the February, 17th meeting.

Sandy asked Bill if it seemed that more people were recycling and Bill stated that if the bins were full that people are dumping their boxes on the ground.

ROAD REPAIR AGREEMENT-COUNTY ENGINEER: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded John Walker by to approve the Road Repair Agreement for Benton Township with Ohio Oil Gathering Corporation and the Hocking County Engineer- William Shaw.

DISCUSSION: Sandy said that Judge Wallace had spoken to her regarding a bat problem in the Halls Building what could be done to the bats from entering the building. Sandy spoke to Maintenance Supervisor Chris Gomph and he had contacted Llewellyn’s and there is no spray to keep the bats out, but he obtained some information on different things to try. To hire someone it will cost $1,500.00, Chris said he would work on closing off any areas that the bats are entering. 
Sandy said that the Dog Warden did submit a report for the Lehman’s and they came in Friday to pick up the report. After looking at the report they stated that it was not exactly what they wanted. They wanted the first report that would include the people he talked too and the pictures of the dogs.  Sandy spoke to the Dog Warden and he said he would try to get what they requested. 
 ODOT-OLD MAN’S CAVE: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by John Walker to send an email to ODOT expressing their opposition on the Proposed Realignment of State Rout 664 in Hocking Hills State Park.

However, Chris Gomph stated that the Boiler Inspector was here and gave a report that the boiler needs updated before next year.
John also said that Sandy Johnson from HAPCAP wanted to know if any of the Commissioners were interested in meeting with Representative Gibbs regarding the CDBG.
