WARRIOR DASH: Race Director Ryan Mortimer and Stephanie Mezzano of the upcoming Warrior Dash event met with the Commissioners and the following interested parties: Bill Kaeppner- county resident, Jessica Walker, Wendy Hanna and Doug Fisher – Hocking County Health Dept., Steve Brown – EMS Supervisor, Tom Moorman and Brain Roberson – Logan Fire Dept., Sheriff Lanny North and Dustin Robison – Sheriff’s Office, Aaron Miller – Logan Police Dept., and Scott Blazer from SAM FM.
Ryan gave details of the event stating it is a 5k extreme obstacle course that will end with an awards ceremony and the event has capped out with 23, 000 participants. Sheriff Lanny North asked what kind of security are they using and Ryan said they use several local security companies, there will be armed security guards, and we also like to have on site the Sheriff’s personnel. Aaron Miller asked about the congestion of St Rt 93 North and Sutton Rd. Ryan stated the race in ran in waves therefore all 23,000 participants will not be there at the same time, the event is over a two day period. We also have traffic control and we work with a parking company. Tom Moorman wanted to know what structures are going to be used and do have a specific person you contact in case of an emergency or fire. Ryan stated that the structures are made of wood and cargo nets; Bill has a stage we will be using. Stephanie stated that they will have 12 persons on site as the medical team and we use walkie-talkies to keep roads clear in case we need to transport. Ryan said that they have one person on staff that does all their emergency communication; he is the point of contact. Chief Brian Robertson asked if there is a specific phone number for certain emergencies that are used that our dispatch can call your medical people to make sure that Steve doesn’t have a squad going out there every fifteen minutes. Ryan stated that they are self contained with ambulances and staff to deal with minor injuries. Steve Brown inquired if their medical personnel will be on site for the entire weekend, and will there be campers. Bill Kaeppner said that there would be no camping on site. Ryan stated the medical team would be there before the events start and will be scouting out the area for emergency evacuations and at end of each day they do a course clearance. The event should end at 8:30 Sunday night and end with fireworks. When asked about the fireworks, Ryan stated they work with several professional fireworks companies that handle all of our permitting. Brian stated that if they have a fireworks shoot that there has to be an inspector on site before, during and after by the Fire Dept. and will the Fire Dept. be compensated for their time used for this event. Ryan stated that we always pay the on site Sheriff’s, emergency personnel and others. Clark asked if they have ever had an event held in Ohio before, and Ryan said that this is their first. Sandy inquired if they were using local venders and volunteers such as the Kiwanis and Ryan said they do and they will need 25 volunteers and that they would be paid $2500.00. Sandy thanked everyone for coming and sharing their concerns and comments. Ryan thanked everyone for their questions and stated he wants to keep the lines of communication open.
