PUBLIC COMMENT: Attorney Jason Sarver spoke to the Commissioners regarding an issue with a present internal policy that doesn’t allow inmates to have prescribed medications when incarcerated. Jason stated that an inmate needs a prescription drug they ate given what the jail has on hand, such as for a pain reliever they are given Tylenol rather than their prescription. However if an inmate needs drugs such as a cardio medication nothing could be given and the outcome could be fatal. The policy needs to change before something happens. Sandy asked who makes the policies. Clark stated that this issue is going to be addressed at the next S.E. Regional Jail Meeting.
