SOLID WASTE DISTRICT – ROGER BAIL: Roger Bail from Athens Hocking Solid Waste District spoke to the Commissioners regarding closing the Recycling Center during the Warrior Dash on June 4 &5. Bill Kaeppner stated that there will be buses transporting approximately 40,000 people to the event not to mention the random traffic thus causing a safety issue getting in and out of the Recycling Center. Roger said that a public service announcement needs to be made and sign needs to be put at the recycling center to notify the public. John said the best thing to do is to close the center and signs need to be posted. Roger asked if signs could be put under Bill’s sign and Bill said there is plenty of room. Roger said the signs would state that it would be closed temporarily.
Motion by John Walker and seconded by Clark Sheets to close the Recycling Center for June 4 & 5, 2011 for safety issues due to the traffic caused by the Warrior Dash Event.
