J&FS – JACQUELINE STOBBS: Jacqueline Stobbs from Jobs and Family Services asked the Commissioners if they had any questions pertaining to the bid for the Workforce Development Services/Year Round Youth Services. Sandy stated that she is contacting 3-4 people to evaluate the bids.

SEWER SUPERINTENDENT - KEVIN LOUDIN: Kevin Loudin Sewer Superintendent spoke to the Commissioners regarding the high water and river flow causing raw sewage to be spilled onto the ground at Rockbridge. Sandy asked how this issue can be resolved. Kevin said that the sewer lines need to be lined or sealed to stop the leaking. He stated that the water flow that is going through the lines at this time is greater than what the line can manage and causes the sewer lines to back up. Sandy asked what the cost would be to fix the problem. Kevin stated that last year the estimate was $40,000.00 to have them relined and $7,000.00 - $9,000.00 to have them resealed. Clark stated that sealing the lines may not fix the problem.  Kevin said that Dreier and Maller can seal the lines but agreed that this may not fix the issue. Kevin states that this is an ongoing problem in the area due to residents hooking into the sewer lines, shortening the sewer air vents, improper installation, as well as time and years of wear on the lines. Clark stated this is another item that is on the list of improvements.
