County resident Terry McKelvie spoke to the commissioners regarding ODOT’S ideas for the 664/33 exchange. Terry stated that the round about nor the traffic light is a good solution to the ongoing traffic problem. Terry stated that a single lane bridge going north would be a better alternative and would like ODOT to have a public meeting where the residents of the county could express there concerns and ideas. John stated that he had attended an ODOT meeting regarding this issue and had expressed that a round about would not be a good solution, that area residents may get used to a round about but the many tourist that visit the area could create traffic issues. Sandy stated that she would contact ODOT; however a final decision has not been made by ODOT regarding the 664/33 exchange. Sandy also stated that ODOT is also looking into the traffic problems with the Valero, Hocking Valley Flea Market and the State Route 33 area. Clark stated that for the State Route 664/33 exchange a cloverleaf would be the best solution.

Ken stated it was due to refunds and the first quarter lodging tax is our low months, however it should pick up next quarter.
