 RESIDENT PATTY HORN- HAYDENVILLE PARK: Resident Patty Horn spoke to the Commissioners regarding the Haydenville Park. She commented that the community received a grant for $17, 000.00 to rehabilitate the fellowship hall and the community had raised additional money. The Hall is used for weekly meetings and movie night that are announced in the paper. She stated that she had attended a Green Township Meeting on July 5, 2011 and Township Trustee Tim Blair stated that he would like to sell the Hall to the Haydenville United Methodist Church for one dollar. Patty stated that she is opposed to this because the church may have stipulations on who can use the facility. Clark asked who owns the park and Patty stated that the Green Township Trustees own the park and a meeting will be held on Tuesday, July 19, 2011 to vote on the issue. Sandy stated that she would contact Doug Stanley from Community Action regarding the grant and the park. Clark suggested that they get as many people to attend that meeting showing support. Clark also asked why Trustee Blair wants the church to have the park. Patty stated that he doesn’t want the hassle. Sandy stated again that she would contact Doug and ask if there are any stipulations regarding the grant and would get back to her.
SHERIFF NORTH –MARCS: Sheriff Lanny North stated to the Commissioners that they were approached by MARCS to receive free radios (portable & mobile) valued at $165,000.00. The radio system operates on an 800MTZ digital trunked technology and allows maximum statewide interoperability and enhanced safety and protection for public safety service providers through secure digital transmissions. There would be monthly costs of $20.00 per radio for services; estimated service cost would be $6000.00 per year.
