GREG ANDREWS – HAPCAP 2ND PUBLIC HEARING: Division Director Greg Andrews from HAPCAP presented the 2nd Public Hearing for Hocking County’s FY 2011 Ohio Small Cities CDBG Formula Program application. The following activities are under consideration for inclusion in the County’s application: Scenic Hills Senior Center – Parking Lot improvements, $42,700.00. Village of Murray City – Water Facility improvements, $31,700.00. City of Logan – Storm Water improvements, $27,200.00. Fair Housing - $6,350.00. Administration - $19,050.00. In addition, Hocking County is eligible to apply for the Neighborhood Revitalization Grant (NRG) Program for the following activities for the Village of Murray City: Park and Recreation Facilities – CDBG NRG allocation: $87,000.00. Sidewalk Improvements – CDBG NRG allocation:$9,300.00. Water Facility Improvements – CDBG NRG allocation: $117,800.00. Administration – CDBG NRG allocation $35, 000.00. All activities meet the national program objective of primarily low-and moderate income residents.

LEEANN LUCUS-HELBER HVCH PRESIDENT: HVCH President LeeAnn Lucus-Helber spoke to the Commissioners regarding the health clinic that will be opening at the area Wal-Mart. She stated that the clinic will be in competition with HVCH. The clinic will be operated by Fairfield Medical Center and not our local community hospital. LeeAnn said that it was disappointing that Wal-Mart elected to partner with FMC to operate the clinic without considering the local hospital. She also stated the public needs to understand that the clinic will only offer limited services during limited hours. 

Commissioner Walker stated he was concerned that Wal-Mart did not contact HVCH a local facility .Commissioner Sheets asked who will man the clinic. LeeAnn stated that she was told that Nurse Practitioners will be used. Commissioners Sheets also asked if the operation of the clinic was put out for bid and LeeAnn said no.
