HAPCAP - GREG ANDREWS: Greg Andrews Division Director of Housing and Community Development from HAPCAP presented the projects for the Hocking County FY 2011CDBG Formula Recommendations. The four submitted for review were the SHSC parking lot improvements in the amount of $42, 700.45; Murray City Radio Telemetry System and electric valve in the amount of $53, 900.00, Murray City Water System Replacement in the amount of $29, 450.00 and Murray City Sidewalk Improvement in the amount of $9,300.00. The grant amount available for projects is $93,000.00. Commissioner Walker asked if we split this money giving the SHSC their money it would leave around $32,000.00 for the projects at Murray City. SHSC Director Marjorie Moore asked if Murray City had applied for the grant. Greg stated that they had been working with Murray City for over a year.  He continued stating that splitting the money would clearly leave the $55, 900.00 out of the picture; the point is to include the money into the NR grant to match funds. Commissioner Ogle asked do you have an application for the CDBG grant from Murray City for this year saying they applied for this money or are you carrying over their requests from last year. Greg stated that they are carrying over their request from last year but they have been continually working with them. Marjorie stated that there are dead lines for applying for these grants and I followed the bidding process, did anyone do that for Murray City or am I the only one who applied. Greg stated to the Commissioners you may recommend giving the Senior Center their money and give Murray City $29,000.00. Sandy said that since the Senior Center applied for the money they should receive the money and if there is money left over it can be given to Murray City. Greg agreed.
Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to grant the Senior Center their request and give the remaining money to the number 2 project for Murray City.
