HAPCAP GLEN CRIPPEN:  Glen Crippen from HAPCAP introduced Rebecca Butorac to the Commissioners as the Community Development Specialist and to discuss the flood/drainage and sidewalk project for Murray City. Glen stated that the pre-design plans had been changed by the engineer. Glen said the engineer stated the costs for the project that would fix the caving in on the street would be over $750,000.00 therefore his suggestion is to move the project down the street. Glen stated if the Commissioners were agreeable with this suggestion the grant would have to be amended. Clark asked if the project is moved down the street would the sharp corner at the end of the street be redefined as it is impassable for two vehicles to pass at the same time. John stated that there are two corners that need to be fixed. Glen stated it could be a possibility and would contact the engineer. There was continued discussion regarding the cave in on the Main Street and if ODOT would be willing to do the project. Glen said he would contact ODOT and Clark stated he would contact Debbie Fought from ODOT as well.
MURRAY CITY FD RON COOK – EMA CHIEF SCOTT BROOKER: Ron Cook from the Murray City Fire Department spoke to the Commissioners regarding the insufficient EMS coverage for Murray City. The Athens’s County policy is only one squad can be sent out of the county at a time. Logan EMS Chief Scott Brooker stated that Health Pro is not available between 12:00am and 8:00am. The Logan’s Life Air will be closing in September leaving the Nelsonville station open. Commissioner Walker asked, what is your recommendation? Chief Brooker said to get help from these other people; Life Air has said if they are available from the Nelsonville station they would be willing to assist. He continued stating that the only thing he could think of is to better assist in these situations is to have 911 to dispatch Logan if Athens cannot assist and then if they get someone; cancel Logan. Commissioner Sheets asked if Life Air from Nelsonville is available at all times when help is needed. Chief Brooker stated yes, there is a station out on Kimberly Road Commissioner Sheets asked do you have EMTs. Ron said that we cannot afford first responders the village has no money. Chief Brooker said that the State now requires those training to be a First Responder or EMT you have to go to an initial training site, we are a continual education site, I don’t know if we can work out a deal with Hocking College for a minimal price. As long as you guys are on board to work something out, we can come with some feasible solution. Commissioner Walker stated he was in favor and they need some kind of coverage in Murray City. Commissioner Sheets stated that we need coverage in Carbon Hill as well.
