COMMISSIONERS MEETING October 13, 2011


The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 13th day of October 2011 with the following members present Clark Sheets, John Walker and Sandy Ogle.

MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President Sandy Ogle.

FOR THE RECORD: 9:35am Clark Sheets left the meeting
MINUTES: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to approve the minutes for the October 11, 2011 meeting.  Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle yea.

FOR THE RECORD: 9:39am Clark Sheets returned to the meeting.
COUNTY RESIDENT – TERRY MCKELVIE: County resident Terry McKelvie spoke to the commissioners regarding ODOT’S plan for the 664/33 round about. Terry told the Commissioners that he had spoke to Craig Allen of ODOT and written letters to many people including Governor Kasich. Terry stated that he has also spoken to many citizens of Hocking County and has yet to find anyone who is in favor of the round about. Terry presented to the Commissioners a drawing and proposal of an alternative to the round about. Sandy asked if he had presented the proposal to ODOT and he stated no, but he had talked to them about building a bridge over 664 and was told that would be to expensive. He asked the Commissioners to contact ODOT and schedule a public meeting to discuss the 664/33 exchange. Sandy stated she had contacted ODOT and was told a public meeting had been previously held. John said he had attended that meeting and there were three different proposals discussed but there was no positive comments on the round about. Bill Kaeppner stated he too was at that meeting and was told to fill out public opinion paperwork on the proposals and he chose the traffic light. He also commented that he had talked to many county residents and no one is in favor of the round about. Sandy stated she would contact ODOT again in regards to setting up a public meeting.
JUDGE PAULINE O’NEILL: Judge Pauline O’Neill gave an update to the Commissioners regarding prices on the copier for the Municipal Ct. Office.  She stated that since she last spoke to the Commissioners she found out the Clerk of Courts are in need of a copier also and with the additional copier would get a $1,200.00 savings. She also spoke to Auditor Ken Wilson and they also need a new copier, Ken submitted an email to the different departments and Children Services are in need of a copier. Judge O’Neill asked if the Commissioners would like to negotiate with the three companies to get the best packaged price. Clark stated to get the packaged deal that it would most likely be the best price. Judge O’Neill asked if she had permission to negotiate and the Commissioners stated yes.

JUDGE RICHARD WALLAR: Judge Wallar informed the Commissioners that due to House Bill 86 there are changes to the adult & juvenile system that will have an impact on the county budget. One - the court will be required to appoint attorneys for all juveniles and two - unless a parent, their attorney or the prosecutor states that a child is incompetent the court will have to pay for an evaluation. Judge Wallar recommends that the Commissioners to go back to the CCAO and request that they “fine tooth” the HB86 law.” Clark asked, when you start the process do you ask them if they can afford an attorney? Judge Wallar stated they are required to fill out paperwork that gives that information, but most cannot afford an attorney or only part of the fees.
WILL KEREN-OHIO PUMP & SUPPLY: Attorney Will Keren representing Ohio Pump & Supply requested to purchase .1353 acre lot across Ohio Ave. that belongs to the county for $1,000.00. Will stated that Ohio Pump & Supply have been using that area for over twenty years for parking. They had thought the land was theirs due to the fence that was put there by the brickyard that separated the properties. However, when the county bought the land and it was surveyed, it showed that the county actually owns most of the parking area. Clark stated that he has no objection of the purchase as long as the county has easement to the brickyard. John said there needed to be research done and the Commissioners will talk to Audie Wykle and the Prosecutor regarding the matter.

PERFECTION GROUP- RICK ANDERSON: Sandy said that Rick Anderson from Perfection Group had contacted her wanting to know if the Commissioners were interested on going further with their program. John stated that Tom Strupe had not gotten back to him but he thought Palmer Energy would be the one he would select due to the fact that the CCAO recommends them. Sandy said she would tell Rick they would get back to him later

DISCUSSION: Sandy said that Auditor Ken Wilson had inquired if the Courthouse would be closed the day after Thanksgiving. John said he had no problem with that. Sandy said that the way it was set up is that employees can take volunteer time using their vacation time or benefit time off if they have it and if they don’t have it the Courthouse is still closed. John stated that it’s up to each department on how they handle their employees. Clark stated he had no problem closing the courthouse if that was how it was handled in the past. John stated that for Christmas we will have Saturday, Sunday and Monday off. Sandy said that the Courthouse will run on regular hours for the week of Christmas.
