COUNTY RESIDENT KEVIN BROWN: County resident Kevin Brown spoke to the Commissioners regarding a road sign that was moved by a county resident and not a Marion County Twp. Trustee that blocks the right of way on Twp. Road 44 and St. Rt. 664 North. He stated he would like to know what to do because the trustees will not move on the situation, they say it is in the right place. Clark said there is not much we can do, you will have to work with the trustees it is in there jurisdiction. Clark continued and suggested that he get other people who live on the road to go to a Trustee meeting and express their disproval or get a petition. Kevin stated that when he talked to others on the road they are too busy to attend the meetings. Kevin also commented that he felt the next step was to contact the Prosecutor. Clark informed Kevin that the Prosecutor would be defending the Twp. Trustees he would have to get a private attorney. Clark thanked Kevin for coming to the meeting and Kevin stated he appreciated the Commissioners taking the time to speak to him.

DISCUSSION: Clark asked HAPCAP Glen Crippen if any process has been made in regards to the culvert issue in Murray City. Glen responded that he had met with ODOT and they stated that they are responsible for the intersection but they cannot do anything off the right of way. He also stated that there are no real developments that he knows of at this time.

Sandy stated that she will be contacting Perfection Group to inform them that the Commissioners are not interested at this time. Sandy also stated that the FCFC is advertising for a new director and that she attended the Tourism meeting and the county tourism is up.
RECESS: 10:10am will reconvene 2:30pm at the EMA building for General Fund meeting.

RECONVENE: 2:30pm

GENERAL FUND MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President Sandy Ogle. Auditor Ken Wilson gave the county quarterly budget report stating the current revenue is good, local expenditures are up probably due to people are spending money locally. The deficit is what we were expecting. Looking at the considerations for the upcoming budget:
1) The Local Government can expect $51, 000.00 less than the current year. 

2) Court trail cost – expected $100,000.00 +, due to the current trials.
3) State minimum wages change to go in effect raising the rate to $7.70; this will be a minor impact on the county budget. 
4) Security estimated cost $75 – 100.000.00 per year as a new fixed cost.
5) Health Insurance Premiums
6)  House Bill 86 F-4 & F-5 impacts on County
County Treasurer Diane Sargent asked if there were grants available to help with the costs of the security. Sandy stated that the Sheriff’s Department is working on the security costs. County Clerk of Courts Sharon Edwards asked if the security will be in place daily and Sandy stated yes. Diane asked if other counties are participating in courthouse security and she was told they are in most counties that we are one of the last to update courthouse security.
Auditor Ken Wilson stated that the Commissioners have to work with these items for the overall cost for the county.

Diane asked about the maintenance drug plan the county is going to be using and how the mandatory maintenance drug plan works.

John stated that under the new drug plan maintenance drugs will be mail order, but if wanted they can be picked up at CVS pharmacy instead of having them sent to your house. He also stated that a meeting with CEBCO’s Senior Benefit Specialist Wendy Dillingham will be in the later part of November or December to discuss the changes in the county’s medical ins.
Judge Waller stated that he hoped the Commissioner realized what a good job each department is doing to keep the budget low.

Diane stated as far as our budgets, I know we are to stay within; but some years we have things happen and that she expects the Commissioners to take in consideration the costs of office expenses. Diane continued, I can block out some of my supplies for one year but I know I am going to have to up it for the following year and would like that to be taken in consideration when our budget is reviewed.
