COUNTY PROSECUTOR LAINA FETHEROLF: County Prosecutor Laina Fetherolf spoke to the Commissioners requesting to continue using Attorney Timothy Gleeson as the Special Prosecutor for the Melanie Ogle case. Prosecutor Fetherolf stated that she had spoken to Attorney Gleeson and he said he would continue as the Special Prosecutor doing the appeal for the sum of up to $2, 500.00. Clark asked if she knew the total expected for this case. Prosecutor Fetherolf stated no, because there is more than just one case involving the cost. Sandy asked if the Commissioners had to give an answer today and Prosecutor Fetherolf stated no; but Melanie has filed a notice of appeal and she would need to know what answer to give Attorney Gleeson.
EMA DIRECTOR RYAN BERRY: EMA Director Ryan Berry gave an update to the Commissioners on the Sojourner’s meeting; he stated that 115 people would be hired between Ross, Vinton and Hocking Counties to clean debris in streams. Ryan stated that this is a good opportunity for people that are out of work and the program would begin in November focusing on the Salt Creek area then on to Perry County. Ryan also stated that he is currently working on an Emergency Communications Plan, that he has contacted SAM radio and is trying to get help when an emergency weather related situation happens that there is a way to reach people. He also stated the search and rescue dog is at a stand still due to the fact Logan Police and the Sheriff’s Departments are not interested at this time. He stated that he is looking into the private sector. Ryan continued to say the CERT program is going well and there may be someone from CERT who could have the time for the search and rescue dog program. Ryan also stated that he had talked to Larry Green who works for the Red Cross and a Grant Coordinator  and he would do a community needs assessment and put together a portfolio on grants that may be available for the area. Larry would receive 1-3% on each of the grants for his services. Clark stated that he should check references. Ryan said he would do more investigating and that Larry had stated that he would send a contract for him to look over.

JUDGE PAULINE O’NEILL: Judge Pauline O’Neill spoke to the Commissioners regarding prices on a copier for the Municipal Ct. office.  She stated that she had three estimated for a new and used copier as follows:

Judge O’Neill question if she  should get additional estimates with advanced scanning giving to the fact we’re moving to a paperless society and if other departments would be interested there may be more of a discount if there is volume. Clark stated he felt she should. John said she should talk to Auditor Ken Wilson since he deals with the data. Clark stated that she might check with Sheriff North and Cheryl at the Engineer’s office for a possible volume discount through government purchasing. Judge O’Neill also stated that she will be asking for warranty in writing from each company and would look it over before a purchase would be made.
