COUNTY PROSECUTOR –LAINA FETHEROLF:  County Prosecutor Laina Fetherolf spoke to the Commissioners regarding streamlining costs in regards to the transportation of prisoners stating that Judge Wallace suggested having some of the hearings at the S.E. Regional Jail. Judge Wallace added that he doesn’t need special transportation unlike the prisoners thus cutting costs to the county and by doing so it will not pull a deputy off the road for this service. He also stated that he would like to increase Grand Jury from once a month to twice a month. Prosecutor Fetherolf stated it would cut out most of the preliminary hearings. Judge Wallace said that this will also cut attorney fees but will increase the jury cost. Sandy stated that she had talked to the Clerk of Courts and the Sheriff and they seem to think this will save the county money. Prosecutor Fetherolf added that the security for the hearings would be provided by the jail and not by our Sheriff’s Department. Sandy said it sounds like it’s a workable idea. Judge Wallace stated it would cut the costs of jail time at $51.00 a day per prisoner with having two Grand Juries; however the budget would have to increase for Grand Jury fees.

COPIER – JUDGE PAULINE O’NEILL: Municipal Court Judge Pauline O’Neill & Kyle Walker, Clerk of Courts Sharon Edwards,   Probate- Jean Crawford, Auditor Ken Wilson continued talks over a copier package deal from Document Solutions. Judge O’Neill stated that she had looked over the contract and stated that if they contracted for 22,000 copies per month that they would pay the same price as if they are under that amount but if they went over there would be additional cost per copy. Municipal averages 7, 000 the Clerk of Courts averages 6,000 and Probate 850 copies. Judge O’Neill stated she would also like some clarification on different items in the contract and then the Commissioners may send the contract to the County Prosecutor. Ken stated he would like to know the costs per copy so the statement can be divided between the departments. Judge O’Neill suggested getting Heather from Document Solutions on speaker phone. Kyle Walker asked Heather what the costs per copy would be and Heather stated monthly fee of $197.80 and the average would be .00899 per copy for a one year contract and for a five year fixed contract costs per copy would be .01098. Heather also stated that their billing cycle is done quarterly not monthly. Judge O’Neill asked about the different items that do not pertain to their package deal and Heather stated that they would not apply to this deal. Judge O’Neill asked if she would cross them out and initial the items and Heather stated yes. Clark suggested that they continue on Thursday. Sandy questioned if there were funds in the Municipal budget to pay for the copier and Judge O’Neill stated she had talked to former Municipal Judge Wallace and he said they do not. Sandy asked about the special funds and can they be designated at the beginning of the year for such items. Ken stated that uses of the special funds should be the same from one year to the next because of audit issues.
