COPIER: Municipal Court -Kyle Walker, Clerk of Courts Sharon Edwards,   Probate- Jean Crawford, and Auditor Ken Wilson continued talks over a copier package deal from Document Solutions. Kyle Walker form Municipal Court informed the Commissioners that another company with the same name as Document Solutions but through Xerox had contacted them giving a better package deal with a savings of over $1, 000.00 per copier, lower costs on each copy and with individual statements for each department. Clark suggested that they post pone the decision until the next Commissioners meeting on Tuesday, November 8. 2011.
AUDITOR KEN WILSON: Auditor Ken Wilson informed the Commissioners that the Lodging Tax Revenue is up from last year. Ken also commented that he had talks with J&FS Bob Smith regarding the fiscal issues with the COG. Ken stated that combined counties will not be a COG but would be Special Project District (SPD) because they are more associated as a county government. Ken also said that meetings are being set up to discuss the fiscal issues and how the SPD will affect each county that is involved.
