Trent Woodgeard will be the handler and trainer of the dog. Ryan also stated that the LAPC has allowed $5,000.00 for the purchase, training and care of the dog. Ryan also spoke about the possibility of Fracking coming into the county and how it may affect the local hospital and the law enforcement due to the increase of people that will be in the county. He stated that most of the Fracking seems to be happening to the more southern parts of Ohio, but we may have some occurring in the area. Ryan also spoke about a kick-off meeting for the Hocking County Continuity of Operations/ Continuity of Government plan (COOP/COG) on February 9, 2012 at 10:00am. Ryan said the COOP program is being developed by Hocking County EMA to ensure the ability to recover and provide vital services to citizens following a disaster.
KEVIN LEWIS-LECET: Kevin Lewis from Laborers-Employers Cooperation and Education Trust (LECET) spoke to the Commissioners regarding Fracking in Hocking County. Kevin stated that his company will be interested in the hiring of local people, not for Fracking or drilling but for site prep and road beef up. Lewis asked if there had been any meetings held regarding Fracking. EMA Director Ryan Berry stated that he plans to hold one next month regarding the private sector and that many companies bring their own employees and do not hire the local people.
