Bill also said that he was wondering if we have in effect rented out two or three tax generating businesses for a tax spending authority.  Sandy said the only way she would have had any idea is that if the business owners would have stepped forward. Bill stated he had mention this to them and that if they had a lease there should be stuff in there on what they can and can’t do and they should have gone to the Commissioners, but when someone is in a position of authority example the J&FS one may think they do not have a choice. John asked if Bill had talked to those people and Bill stated no it was hearsay, it was a brother in-law of the lady who owned the beauty shop. Sandy stated that when they all came to talk to the Commissioners that they had no reason to doubt what was being said.

MARJORIE DAVIS – SAFETY DIRECTOR: Safety Director Marjorie Davis spoke to the Commissioners stating that a 5% BWC rate reduction has been made. She also stated that she had seen some ladies from the courthouse moving records to storage on an overloaded cart going up the steps and she had concern that someone may get hurt. John commented that they should have made more trips and Sandy said they could have lifted one box at a time. Marjorie also stated she would be contacting the Maintenance Department to do a check on the portable electric heaters. John stated that may not be necessary due to the boiler system is being fixed.

 REBECCA BUTOTAC-HAPCAP: Rebecca Butorac updated the Commissioners on the Murray City Project and in- formed the Commissioners the project would be finished under cost.

Motion by John Walker and seconded by Clark Sheets to approve change order number two for the Project: Village of Murray City Flood & Drainage Improvements reducing the costs of $675.40.

DORIS STOTRIDGE - COUNTY RESIDENT:  County resident Doris Stotridge spoke to the Commissioners stating that a neighbor’s property on Washington Street is trashy, the grass is not kept cut and this could be a health issue. Sandy informed Doris that there is no zoning and she should contact the Health Department. Clark asked if she had spoken to the trustees and Doris stated no. Clark informed her that she could file a nuisance complaint to the trustees and that it must be written. Doris also stated she had a complaint regarding a pit bull that is running loose and she had contacted the Dog Warden over a month ago and nothing has been done. Sandy asked who owned the dog and Doris stated that Rick Hart owns the dog and Julie Rutter owns the property. Sandy said she would contact the Dog Warden. Doris inquired what would it take to get zoning. Sandy said she should to talk to the trustees. Clark said she should talk to other neighbors and then the trustees and it would have to be put on a ballot. 
ROGER STIVERSON-317 BOARD: Roger Stiverson gave a follow up to last weeks discussion over the 317 Board, he presented information from the 317 Board Executive Director Earl Cisel. The information given stated how the 317Board benefits Hocking County, for the state fiscal year ending June 30, 2011, the 317 paid for mental health and substance abuse disorder treatments to 1, 655 residents of Hocking County, including 441 residents who were not eligible for Medicaid. Representing 30.6% and 31.5% of the total persons served by the Board. Only 18% of our Non Medicaid service budget is funded with state allocations. The result is that approximately 82% of services provided to Non Medicaid residents or services not eligible for Medicaid reimbursements are paid with the Board’s Levy funds. 
Roger said the latest greatest new problem is the prescription drug problem and the board is working on it. Clark commented that’s it’s not going to get any better. Sandy stated that if the people voted it down we shouldn’t have to pay anything, I understand it is a Tri-County thing. Sandy continued and asked who all is getting paid from Hocking County and how much. Roger stated there are seven staff members and that is about half from ten years ago and he would get Sandy their pay schedule. Sandy also asked that since Athens County handles the money do they get an administration fee. Roger stated no. Sandy asked if there was no levy what would happen to these people. Roger stated that the ORC States that the Commissioners are responsible for the health and well being of the county residents. Sandy asked if he knew what the Ohio Revised Code number was and Roger stated he would get it for her. Sandy asked with the 30.6% - approximately a third that Hocking County pays, if we are getting as many services as the bigger county that made it pass. Roger stated that probably getting per capita we are getting more services, such as the Senior Center, HRS, Tri-County Mental Health, TASK, Family Children First Council, and my Sister’s Place. Sandy asked how much money comes back into Hocking County.  Roger stated he would get the information she wanted.
