For the fiscal year ending in June 30, 2011 Medicaid Residents from Hocking County received $3,831,787.00 and Non Medicaid Residents received $734, 419.00 theses services included clinical services either from Tri-County Mental Health & Counseling or Health Recovery Services. In addition, the board direct funded Scenic Hill Senior Center $4,403.00 Hocking County Family and Children First Council $52,303.00, EAGAR Program in schools $60,000.00 and Hocking County Metropolitan Housing Authority $47, 277.00 The balance of $51,526.00 was used for board administration. Adults & children who did not qualify for Medicaid, local levy funds would have paid approximately 85% of these services. The board used $670,584.00 of Hocking County levy funds to pay for clinical services.
