YOUTH BUILDING CLEANING DISCUSSION: John asked if the Youth Center needed to be discussed. Clark suggests that a $50.00 dollar deposit be put down as a cleaning fee that would be refunded if the building was cleaned. John said there are many 4-H groups that use the building and he would like to try the deposit at $25.00 to start with and see how that goes. Clark said if they want to make out a separate check and we hold the check and we give it back to them afterwards. John asked do all 4H groups have checking accounts. Sandy stated yes, Sandy continued that she preferred it to be $50.00, and she knew it sounds like a hardship on some groups but some organizations would find it worth the $25.00 dollars to have someone else clean it up and leave; which defeats the purpose and it costs us $25.00 to send someone to clean it. Sandy also stated that if you check any place the $50.00 deposit is not unreal. Clark stated he doesn’t have a problem with the $50.00 deposit and see how it goes. John agreed.
YOUTH BUILDING CLEANING DEPOSIT: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by Sandy Ogle to amend the Rules and Regulations for the Use of the Hocking County Youth Center by adding a charge of $50.00 as a cleaning deposit that may be refunded if the building is clean after the event.
