DISCUSSION: John said he had talked to different people regarding where to get the supplies and water and he had talked to Bob from maintenance and he said he would work to get that straightened out. Clark said that the Janitor Kathy Bennington weekly will check for cleaning supplies and trash bags to be available. Sandy stated that Mrs. Clay is asking the Commissioners to revisit the issue of the cleaning deposit and maybe use a check-off list. Clark said it states it in the agreement what needs to be done. John stated that he talked to someone and they wondered because they do programs for the Extension office and  wanted to know who is going to be responsible, John said he told her the Extension office needs to set that up and to reserve that room. Sandy asked Clark will you ask them do a check off sheet. Clark said yes.
John commented that there was a three county meeting with Ross, Vinton and Hocking County to discuss the merge and a representative will be coming in to sign a resolution later this month. Sandy commented that Hocking County is the pilot program and the State is helping with the funding of the project. John continued and there are questions about insurance and those are being worked out and that is the reason we are thankful the Robert Smith agreed to stay and help for six months.
Clark stated that he attended the S. E. Jail meeting and they agreed on a three year contract agreeing to term of 2-2-2.
John said the Sewer Department is currently working on the shut off rules and regulations. 

Clark said he attended the Athens Hocking Solid Waste Policy Meeting and the decision was made not to do anything yet with the plan in hopes the Logan City Council will reconsider their vote to approve the plan.

 Clark also said that the generator that was donated by Hocking Valley Community Hospital has been moved and is in storage at the Engineer’s yard. John stated that they need to get estimates and check out the grounding here at the Courthouse. 
Clark continued and stated the Sewer Superintendent Kevin Loudin needs to have internet access to do research for the District Sewer Department. John stated he has no problem with that, Sandy stated she agreed. 
Sandy said she attended a Logan Town Center Meeting and the farmers market that they had down at the Activity Center it sounds that it will be located down by the feed store, and the Music in the Park is set for this summer. Logan in Bloom will be kicked off before long and Meet Me on Main Street is in Process. Fox’s Market, some of their family will be opening a market down the street where Smiter’s Bakery once was, is set to open on Memorial Day. 

FLOOD PLAIN PUBLIC HEARING #2: Regional Planner Audie Wykle held the Public Hearing #2 for the Adoption of Hocking County Special Flood Hazard Regulations for Participation in National Flood Insurance. Attending the hearing were county resident Bill Kaeppner, Rochelle Hawk, Logan Daily News.  Audie stated verbiage needed to be changed in section 6.3 that by adding a dollar amount for a fine of $300.00 per day and to pay case cost per event upon conviction. The old verbiage stated that violators could be fined and/or imprisonment which are now to be removed from the regulations to be in compliance.

Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by Sandy Ogle to approve the Adoption of Hocking County Special Flood Hazard Regulations for Participation in National Flood Insurance changing section 6.3 Violations and Penalties by adding a dollar amount for a fine up to $300.00 per day and to pay all costs and expenses involved in the case as provided by laws of Hocking County to take effect March 31, 2012.
