TERESA SALIZZONI – COUNTY RESIDENT: Teresa Salizonni spoke to the Commissioners regarding the position of the County Dog Warden and past conversations from the last meeting. Teresa stated that she felt she brought forth information that indicates to her that perhaps from the local courts that have not been met by our local dog warden, from what she has seen that he does not demonstrate himself in accordance as an employee of this county is in fact on call. I do not feel I have been given a reasonable explanation that he chose not to respond to the voice mail left by the Sheriff’s department as previously noted and there is a call log that indicates that. After contemplating Mr. Kiger’s previous statement in regards to duties he has performed in the past it alluded to me that he could be considered law enforcement. After reviewing Ohio’s Revised Codes 2901.01 general previsions definition under section 11 law enforcement officers means any of following: A sheriff, deputy sheriff, constable, police officer, special police officer, marshal, deputy marshal, municipal police officer, member of a police force employed by a metropolitan housing authority under division (D) of section 3735.31 of the Revised Code or state highway patrol trooper. I brought a copy for you for your reference and review as I am not an attorney and perhaps you could have the Prosecutor review that but I did not see the dog warden’s position listed. In regards to the same manner, under 4513.17 which is the number of lights permitted and direction of beam; flashing, oscillating or rotating lights it is my interpretation that the light bar on the dog warden vehicle be removed. In that section it goes on to say that only law enforcement, except a public law enforcement officer, or other person sworn to enforce the criminal and traffic laws of the state and it goes on to read. Granted as I have stated I am not an attorney I am simply a concerned citizen of this county. I brought a copy of the Ohio Revised Code which I just gave to you. It seems to me consideration for this position should be taken. I am asking to see the personnel file of this position and under ORC 149.43 under previous complaints and documentation of disciplinary action. I am asking for the structure of this position on accountability to be reviewed. In the mean time, in the minutes just stated I would like a second consideration on Ms. Ogles motion be made to a vote , whether the dog warden’s vehicle be parked on county property at your discretion. This would allow time for the lights to be changed out to an amber light which is what is required and would be a cost savings to the county. I do think perhaps that under investigation of this position in conduct it would be a good time for change of this position. Mr. Clark, I have heard from Mr. Walker and Ms. Ogle but I have not heard from you and I would like to know your thoughts. Clark stated that his thoughts are that Mr. Kiger is on call and his response time for emergency would be greatly compromised if he has to come down get the vehicle to go out again, so with his on call status, I do not have a problem with him driving the vehicle. Teresa said he would have to come to this county anyhow and with Logan being the center point of the county. Clark stated it would not make any difference if he lived out toward Laurelville which would still be in the county. We are not talking about that great of distance. Sandy said when I made the motion to park the truck out here I had looked at the times he has been called out after hours from January 1, to yesterday there was one time and I didn’t feel that was enough to be driving the truck back and forth. Teresa asked for an investigation of the position and after I review the personnel file of what disciplinary action has been taken if any for this it would be my choice to continue this mission and actually get a petition started to have some accountability with this position because the salary of the dog catcher is not pennies but with any position there should be rules and regulations and it doesn’t sound like there is a structure that he actually has. So with you guys being the County Commissioners and you being his employer I am coming to you requesting an investigation and documentation of the rules and regulation be done and on the county web site information regarding the dog warden and the hours. Clark stated you are requesting public records and Teresa said yes. Clark stated we will make them available to you but not today because we have to run them past the Prosecutor to make sure we are not giving information that cannot be let out such as social security numbers and such. Teresa said that would be ok. Teresa continued ands asked if he would second the motion that Sandy had made so this can go to vote. Clark stated not at this time.
