COMMISSIONERS MEETING March 20, 2012


The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 20th day of March with the following members present Sandy Ogle, Clark Sheets, and John Walker.
MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President John Walker.

MINUTES: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by Clark Sheets to approve the minutes for March 15, 2012 meeting.

LADONNA WOOD – COUNTY RESIDENT:  County resident Ladonna Wood spoke to the commissioners about the house at the end of my driveway on Laurel Run Road. The house was partially torn down about a year ago.  Yesterday they hooked a tractor on to it to pull it down the rest of the way down and the pile of lumber left there, no doubt in my mind will be there until someone does something about it. That is on the right side of my driveway. Then on the other side of my driveway is a house that is occupied that looks like junk. Then right in front of my house is a house that has been on fire and nobody lives there and it is full of trash. My house was appraised at $300,000.00, if I would get it appraised it would probably be appraised at around $50,000.00 because of the surroundings and the trash. Ladonna asked if there is anything that can be done.  I know we are not zoned out there, I really don’t think I should have to live like this, and feel that I should not have to pay real estate taxes for what my property is appraised for. Clark asked have you contacted anyone else about this problem. LaDonna stated I don’t know who to contact, I contacted the real estate department. Clark said here is what you need to do, contact the Health Dept, and file a nuisance complaint, then follow up with your township trustees and file a nuisance complaint with them. There is a process that they take care of, it can be taken care of, if it’s deemed a nuisance the township can go in, clean the place up and have it assessed to their taxes. It’s not going to happen overnight, but it’s a process that can be done. That’s the route you have to take.  LaDonna stated I offered to buy the properties to clean them up. Clark said as far as working out an agreement to buy the property that is on your own. That is the process of getting something cleaned up. LaDonna said I have another problem. A year ago there was a new bridge put in on Laurel Run that rerouted the little creek that comes down and when it rains the banks fill up and it is taking my driveway away.  Sandy asked is that county or township where you’re talking about?  She said county. Clark asked is it your bridge you maintain. She said no, it’s right on Laurel Run. Sandy said that would be the county.  John said the best thing would be to contact the county engineer. They said already done that and talked to Bill Shaw.  Sandy asked why was it rerouted. She said because the old bridge was falling in. We need someone to look at it because our driveway is falling in. Clark said I can stop by and take a look at it. LaDonna said if I go to the Health Department and the Trustees and they don’t do anything then where do I go. Clark said let us know. John said all we can do is recommend that you go to the Health Department and the Township Trustees.

MARK HARTMAN AND DOUG STANLEY – HAPCAP LEVY RENEWAL:  Doug Stanley from Hocking Perry Athens Community Action spoke to the Commissioners that there agency receives Levy Funds to support our meal program in Hocking County. The levy was put on the ballot in 2007 and passed, now we are asking for your support to have a renewal levy put on the ballot for 2012. We are not asking for any additional money from The Hocking County residents. We just wanted to discuss this with you before we went through the process of getting it on the ballot. Sandy said not a replacement, a renewal. It would not raise any ones taxes, the tax base would stay the same. Doug said yes it would not affect any ones taxes. This is just senior nutrition meals, served at the Senior Center and High Rise and also Meals on Wheels. John said he supported it and it is a well worth levy and program.
JUDGE MOSES:  Judge Moses spoke to the Commissioners that they have had a couple of people file for competency issues, class basically competent. He did some research and was under the impression that the court was responsible for that bill, but the county is responsible for the $1000.00 bill under statue. Two of them I know of now, I’m trying to keep them to a minimum, but House bill 6 came into place. They are releasing a lot of people. So I came to present the bill.
