TERESA SALIZZONI – COUNTY RESIDENT:
 County resident Teresa Salizzoni spoke to the Commissioner regarding an issue concerning the Dog Warden. Teresa said that she has called the Dog Warden before concerning stray dogs that she has tied up for three days before he came to get them; however, this issue is more prevalent than those in the past because her step daughter who is eleven years old called her because the step daughter’s mother was attacked viscously by their dog that they had recently adopted from the Fairfield County Shelter. Teresa said she contacted the Sheriff’s Office because it was after hours and was told they would contact the Dog Warden; that was a three days ago. I asked the Sheriff what happens when there is a viscous dog attack after hours and he told me that they call the dog catcher; my understanding is the dog catcher is on call. Sandy said that is what he says, yes. Teresa said that she is here to let them know there is a deficiency in the system and she would like to know what the procedure is from the Commissioners. Teresa said she did call this morning and talked to the assistant and he told her that a procedure is in place for “on call,” the dog catcher is called on his cell phone, his home and at the shelter. Teresa said the message left at the shelter said to call her because she told them (her step daughter) she would take care of it because they did not want to go home with the dog being still there. She  called the Sheriff again because she realized when she first called them she didn’t give them directions and he told her he did in fact call the dog catcher and left a message and he informed her that in all reality the dog catcher probably wouldn’t get to it till tomorrow. Yesterday at a quarter to four the dog was still on the premises and the owner of the dog called the shelter and the assistant said they didn’t know anything about the dog needing removed from the premises and it was to late to get anything done yet yesterday. They have been staying at her parent’s house and have not been home because of the dog being still on the premises, it has been three days and the dog is still there.  Sandy stated she had contacted the Sheriff’s department to get a log of the calls but needed the specific date when the call took place. Teresa stated she would get it to Sandy. Teresa said the assistant, she talked to this morning did say they did in fact get the message but it did not have her phone number and she stated she did give it because she wanted to know when the dog was going to be removed so they would know when they could go home.  Her concern is if the situation was more elevated and the owner died would the dog be allowed to run free to attack someone else. Teresa stated it’s a matter of public safety in her opinion. She stated she is on call frequently because of her job and if she did not respond to an emergency situation until three days later she would have serious consequences from her employer. John asked what day was it the call was made. Teresa stated she expected the dog to be removed Wednesday so the call took place on Tuesday at 5:01pm to the Hocking County Sheriff’s Office. John asked the name of the lady and Teresa said Susan Siebel. John stated he would contact the Dog Warden. Sandy said she would follow up with her. Teresa stated she found out that the dog has to be quarantined for ten days and the assistant told her if they had to pick up every dog they would not have room at the shelter. Teresa stated that there is a flaw in the system that needs to be corrected and perhaps he is not the person for the job if he’s not going to be on call. Sandy said she has been against the warden driving the truck home every night, but it says he is on call and he takes the truck home at night. Teresa stated she can’t imagine that he would live any place that this would be a huge inconvenience and if he is not going to respond what’s the point. John said we will investigate this and see what we can find out.
