AUDITOR KEN WILSON: Auditor Ken Wilson followed up with the Commissioners on the old J&FS building RFP. Ken stated that he had spoken to the financial institutions that had sent in bids for the Bond Series 2012 and to the Hocking County Health Commission. Ken said that the Health Commission was agreeable to a 10 year term which that financial term is better for the county. Ken went over the financial institutions amortization schedule and gave clarification over the PNC’s deposit requirements; the deposit requirement for a 10 year loan would be $50,000.00 and for a 15 year loan would be $150,000.00. 
Doug Fisher from the Hocking County Health Commission stated that the commission is in favor of PNC Bank’s bid.

Clark asked if there were funds to liquidate to put in an account in the PNC Bank. Ken said the Treasurer has money that would be available and accessible.
