Diane informed the Commissioners that the County Treasurer has to sign off on the application and there are workshops available that go over the guidelines. Clark said the city as well as the townships and villages have been notified regarding the grant and if interested to submit the information to the Commissioners. Diane asked if HAPCAP knew that she would have to sign the application. John told Diane to contact Greg Andrews or Glenn Crippen from HAPCAP. The Commissioners Clerk gave Diane the phone number to reach Greg or Glenn at HAPCAP.
MONDAY CREEK RESTORATION: The Commissioner received a letter from Nate Schlater requesting a letter of support for the Monday Creek Restoration regarding Big 4 Hollow area.

Rochelle Hawk from the Logan Daily suggested contacting Troy Bolderson as he will be our district Senator or Senator Tim Schaffer. There also was conversation regarding having JFS Director Robert Smith speak on the three county SPD.
