DISCUSSION: John said that a quote was given regarding screens for the east and west door side panels for the courthouse. Clark stated that they need to get more estimates. John said that he would contact the sheriff regarding security.
GLENN CRIPPEN – CDBG GRANT: Glenn Crippen spoke to the Commissioners regarding the CDBG Formula Grant Program. Glenn stated that four projects could be selected but only three projects were submitted. The three submitted were the Hocking County Sanitary Sewer District is requesting $9,800.00 for the Village of Rockbridge, City of Logan is requesting $28,000.00 for a sidewalk located at Ohio Ave. and the Scenic Hills Senior Center is requesting $85,000.00 for a 1300-square-foot addition to the center.  Glenn stated that the available money for the grant is $110,000.00 but $88,800.00 would be available for the projects.

Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by Clark Sheets to approve 100% requested amount to the Hocking County Sanitary Sewer - $9,800.00, District and the City of Logan - $28, 000.00 and give the remaining $51,000.00 to the Scenic Hill Senior Center.

John suggest that she contact the same company the Municipal Court used last year to purchase copier and see what price she can get. 

Clark informed Joyce that anytime the Extension Office uses the Youth Building kitchen the garbage needs to be taken out because the janitor is not down there everyday to empty the trash. Clark also asked Joyce to have her office staff to discontinue using the restrooms in the back area. Joyce said that Kathy had spoken to Jane yesterday and she said they would take the trash out.

Sandy stated the problem is a liability issue and she has talked to Ohio Representative Bill Hayes and others regarding this issue and had not as yet heard back from them. Sandy stated there needs to be a bill passed. John stated that he would talk to the CCAO.
