COMMISSIONERS MEETING June 19, 2012


The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 19th day of June, 2012 with the following members present Sandy Ogle, Clark Sheets, and John Walker. 

MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President John Walker.

MINUTES: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by Clark Sheets to approve the minutes for the June 12, 2012 meeting.

Vote: Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea, Walker, yea.

AGENDA: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by Sandy Ogle to approve the agenda.

PUBLIC COMMENT: County resident Bill Kaeppner stated that the June Jam will be coming this weekend and hopes it will bring business to the county.
BILL ACTION: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by Clark Sheets to approve the bills.

RANDY GOLDSBERRY: Wellness Coordinator Randy Goldsberry spoke to the Commissioners requesting that in the next payroll he would like to send a Wellness Survey and a letter of support from the Commissioners to get feed back to better know the needs and interests of the County employees.

Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by Clark Sheets to send a letter of support with a Wellness Survey to all County employees.

Randy also informed the Commissioners that he had contacted the HVCH Wellness Coordinator Danielle Arnett and was informed that that their employees are required to participate in the program to get insurance incentives. Randy also commented that he is planning a Lunch & Learn Meeting at the EMA Conference Room and is looking into an online health & fitness program for the County Employees. 

COUNTY RESIDENT LOIS KEMPTON: County resident Lois Kempton spoke to the Commissioners regarding the School Board Meeting that she attended and wanted to know are they accountable too anyone. Lois continued and stated that the board is planning to raise their levy to 1.875 mill as un-voted to permanent improvements. She wanted to know if they have the authority to do this and if so is there anything that can be done to change this issue. John recommended talking to Auditor Ken Wilson.
JUDGE MOSES: Judge Moses stated that he attended a township meeting on June 18th and there was discussion over insurance. Judge Moses said the Sheriff had lost two employees due to the unaffordable cost of the family plan and may lose another employee for the same reason and when you have to choose between health insurance and losing employees it’s an issue and he would be willing to knock on doors and volunteer his services to help in any way he can to resolve this issue. John suggested talking to CEBCO – Wendy Dillingham; and we can explain the concerns and see what kind of a plan they can come up with. Judge Moses asked if we are locked into CEBCO. John said that he thought our renewal may be up this year. Auditor Ken Wilson said that he understood that the administrator group is up in 2013 for renewal and our renewal is annual. Ken continued saying that CEBCO every three years sends out an RFP and many insurance companies will bid on medical, hospitalization and pharmaceutical and that plays into what our premiums are going to look like. Judge Moses commented that piggy-backing onto another county might be beneficial as to a cheaper rate. Sandy asked if it would be possible to reform the committee and have Judge Moses as the Chairperson. John stated it would be fine to set up a committee and the Judge stated he is willing to be on that committee. John said he would contact CEBCO for rates and policies and he would like to be on that committee.
Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by Clark Sheets to reform an Insurance Committee and have Judge Moses chair that committee.

AUDITOR KEN WILSON- LOIS KEMPTON: Auditor Ken Wilson responded to the un-voted levy by the School Board. Ken stated that Ohio has a law for school districts that allows inside millage which refers to the area of10 mills of taxation that all local governments share. The School District does have the ability to shift where that it is used for its purposes also the schools can create voted mills where that it is put out on the election ballot; when there is a shift of an inside millage to a category such as permanent improvements which it can reduce their overall mill age. Schools in Ohio are guaranteed that when their tax rate goes down to 20 mills and voted inside millage the State will fund them monies on their tax rates to raise their millage back up to 20 mills.  Lois said property taxes are going to be raised without a vote and she objects to that. Rochelle Hawk from the Logan Daily asked how often they can do that. Ken stated that there is no pattern. Lois asked what could be done to prevent this from happening.  John said she should talk to her State Representative or Senator or contact the State School Board.

DISCUSSION: Sandy stated that the Mayor of Logan asked if someone wanted to buy the brickyard how do they go about doing it. Can it be a private sale or do we have to bid it out. John stated that he had called Tom Strupe from the CCAO and he said he would make some calls and get back to us.
Clark stated that he heard back from North American Environmental Services and they would do a sampling of asbestos and lead paint for the amount of $3,072.00. Clark continued and said that LEPI Enterprises had not sent an estimate as of yet.

John asked if there was any funding by the State for the office space that is needed for the Probation Officers. Sandy stated no, according to the court system we provide the offices and they provide the people and there is no money transaction.
