DISCUSSION: Sandy said she contacted the ODNR regarding doing a bounty on coyotes and they informed her that coyote’s may be hunted at all times except during deer season. Sandy brought up that money for the bounty could come out of the carry over from the Dog Warden’s Fund.

DISCUSSION: J&FS Director Robert Smith gave the Commissioners a progress update of the three county merger. Robert stated that all three counties are on board and they are on schedule. 
JEANNE WILSON – SHERROD BROWNS OFFICE: Jeanne Wilson from Senator’s Sherrod Browns office visited the Commissioners and asked if they had any specific needs. John said that the sewer systems need updated especially in Haydenville and a study needs to be done on the area. Jeanne asked if they contacted RCAP. John stated they have been in contact with Curtis Strickland in the past. John also stated that the county will have the extra cost of the Inman trials. Clark stated that the county had lost funding due to being dropped from the HUB Zone. Jeanne asked why the county was dropped. Clark said it was due to the Census. John said that it happened before for the same reason and the county was put back into the zone. Jeanne stated that she would check into it and asked if there were any new businesses in the county. John said not yet but Hocking College is expanding. Jeanne gave an update on what Senator Brown is working on things such as a job fair in Canton focusing on Veterans, the prescription drug problem, the Piketon Plant issue and the shale fracking issue in Ohio. Sandy asked if there was any support for a coyote bounty. Jeanne said she would check with the USDA.
DISCUSSION:  Clark asked Rochelle from the Logan Daily why the Athens Hocking Solid Waste article did not mention the “opt out clause” stating that both parties of the contract could withdraw with a sixty day notice. Rochelle stated that the article came from their sister paper the Athens Messenger and could not give an answer to why it was not mentioned. However she would put it in the paper.

Marjorie also stated that confined space training for Sewer Superintendent Kevin Loudin will be in October and another one next spring for his assistant John Canvinee.
Lisa from BWC said that there is a new program called Destination Excellence that she would be sharing information on in the future and she inquired if the county plans to stay with Group Retro. John said yes.
