Canady said that seldom are they sold because the meter cannot be bought per the U.S. Post Office. John stated that they would discuss it and get back to her.

John asked if the other departments such as Municipal Court put their return address. Peggi stated yes, just like I do for our department. Clark discussed the possible cost savings on utilizing the 2000WOW by using the return address feature may save many departments stationary costs. John said that they need to check to see what the current cost of stationary envelopes from each department and compare.
