MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President John Walker.

PUBLIC COMMENT: County Resident Bill Kaeppner stated that there is a possibility that two new festivals are interested in coming to Hocking County.

EMS CHIEF SCOTT BROOKER-LEVY: EMS Chief Scott Brooker stated that last week he went over some numbers for a levy estimate and requested a resolution for an Official Estimate of Tax Revenue for replacing the 1976 and 1979 tax levies. 

Discussion: Sandy asked if the increase in staffing is due to the coverage that will be needed for Carbon Hill and how many people will be hired. Scott said six people, but potentially some of the people are already there as part time. Sandy said when you talk about payroll increase you’re not talking about raises but hiring. Scott said right. John stated you are requesting a resolution to get an Official Estimate for a Tax Revenue replacement of 1976 and 1979 tax levies to put it on the general election. Sandy said here it states you will have to replace two vehicles; you would have to replace them anyway. Scott stated that the need is even more now with that potential station opening. Sandy asked if it would be possible to do one levy instead of two. Scott I don’t think it would because you look at that station and with the payroll it’s going to take about $400,000.00 dollars.

So he would’ve had to be hired to do all that. John stated well officially it’s today, since we need someone right now. Sandy said when Mr. Cooke resigned June 14th the proper procedure would have been followed and we made one call to Job & Family Services there would have been people here applying for the job and everyone would have known about it. John stated how many other departments post. Sandy interrupted saying well how many other departments pay their employee over $30,000 a year. Clark stated several. John said the Engineers office, there’s the courts too. Sandy stated have you ever hired a person before that the job had not been posted in the paper or through Job and Family Services. Sandy continued I guess I was wondering when John called me on Friday and said we were going to do the official hiring today, why didn’t you say that on last Thursday during the meeting, I have nothing against him that he has already been hired and he gave his resignation last week, he wanted to give two weeks but who talked to him. Clark said he had talked to him, we need someone now. Sandy said we could’ve had someone the 14th if it was done the right way. Clark said we could’ve been in the same mess we’re in right now and how many applicants do we get, then we have to narrow them down, it’s a two week process or more, we are in the same time frame we are in right now. Sandy said her conviction is everyone should have had an opportunity to know that this job was available. Clark said we haven’t had a very good track record in hiring people lately. John stated like I said I don’t know of another departments in the county that posts theirs, the Engineer’s office, you never see theirs posted, they hire several employees. Sandy stated she thinks it’s wrong and she will vote no.  Vote: Ogle, nay, Sheets, yea, Walker, yea.

DISCUSSION: John stated that they will have to watch the money for the cleaning supplies and there have been many air conditioners replaced. John said that the Hulls building central air is down and he called Edwards. John also stated that a chain of command for emergency needs to be set into place. Clark said there is a Solid Waste Policy Meeting on Wednesday.
