AUDIE WYKLE – REGIONAL PLANNER: Audie Wykle Regional Planner spoke to the Commissioners regarding a building permit system. Audie said this was one of the first things to come up in conversation at the opening of the Planning office and what county building system would detail. The Ohio Revised Code allows counties, townships, and municipalities to make laws regarding permit requirements for all building types in addition they are free to expand upon The Ohio Revised Code guidelines so long as their regulations do not go beyond  the scope of assuring safety and sanitation. At the county level in order to establish a uniform building permit system within the unincorporated territory rests with the County Commissioners.  Many counties and townships have adopted regulations that regulate the construction , erection , alteration of 1, 2, & 3 family dwellings, so that would be the area the building permit system would address. Any residential structure that is 4 or more is already covered by the Ohio Basic Building Code. In other words, the same group that requires permitting, plans, approval, and all those sort of things many commercial buildings also oversees anything over 4 families. Any building code established would cover up to 3 families. Audie also said that counties can take on the whole building permit system, just as some have in the larger counties. John asked if it would be better for each township to have their own or would it be better as a county wide system. Audie said my personal thinking, it would be better with a county wide system, so it would be uniform throughout the whole county. With a county wide you would need one full time inspector and some additional part time inspectors and with township you could probably get by with one part time inspector.  John stated basic factor is how to pay for it. Clark stated it’s better to have a county wide system instead of township. Audie said you would have uniform system with county wide. Clark stated so the county can adopt county wide building permit system. Audie stated that the Health Dept. has building permits that addresses plumbing not structure. County resident Bill Kaeppner stated to do plumbing in Hocking County you have to have a state license. To do maintenance, repair, or construction you have to have a license and liability insurance. To get a state license you have to take a test, so to get a local license you need to show your state license as an acquirement.  John stated Audie can look into state licenses.
