DISCUSSION: John stated that they received an estimate on a county employee’s vehicle from Tansky Motors and suggested that they talk to the Sheriff’s Department regarding the matter. Clark stated that there are two different estimates and need clarification. 
Sandy stated that the Smith Chapel food drive was successful bringing over a ton of food and raising $570.00 and Mr. DeVol told her this was the largest donation from private individuals. Sandy also stated that there will be vouchers available for those who have lost food due to the power outage, if they already have foods stamps it would be added to their card, those not having food assistance would get the vouchers. But Wal-Mart would like a credit card system put into place because the vouchers are very difficult for their accounting system. Sandy stated she talked to Auditor Ken Wilson and he is going to check it out.
John said our new hire is not going to take the position. We have three people who have turned in applications we need to call and get them in for interviews; we need to do something we are up against the wall. I think we need to call and if they can get in here.
EMA DIRECTOR RYAN BERRY: EMA Director Ryan Berry gave an update on the power outages stating that there are 1200 South Central, 6400 AEP without electricity at 10:00pm yesterday. John Buck from AEP said it could be several more days before electric would be restored. Ryan said there is a cooling station set up at Central Elementary and the food bank will be open from 8:00am to 7:00pm. Ryan said that on the fourth the food bank will be routing food to Central School. Ryan continued saying that he is requesting the State for resources hoping to get water and ice. Ryan stated that the volunteers are beginning to feel tired. Sandy said she will be volunteering at the school to stay this evening. Ryan said that Karen Walker is there now and that he appreciates the support from the commissioners. John stated that the commissioners compliment you and your work in getting the cooling stations and food.

Sandy stated she was thankful for the ham radio people who have helped. Ryan stated that they are a great asset to the county and he pledged to have a county wide communication system in place. Ryan continued saying the Social Security Act there is something called the 1135 waiver; section 1135 is about helping healthcare facilities to take in people with Medicare, Medicaid and CHIP right off the street without out-of-pocket cost. The Secretary of Health & Human Services at the federal level has to grant the 1135 waiver before it goes on to the next level. Ryan stated that he is trying to get ahead of the process by contacting the State level to get the ball rolling so we can get a message to the President to grant this 1135 waiver.
KATHY TEIGLAND- PALMER ENERGY: Kathy Teigland from Palmer energy spoke about the Opt-Out Government Aggregation Program for the townships and city.
