The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 21st day of August, 2012 with the following members present Sandy Ogle, Clark Sheets, and John Walker.

MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President John Walker.

PUBLIC COMMENT: County resident Bill Kaeppner stated that the Root Wire Festival had over 4000 paid participants and Kroger’s organic section had run out of produce. Bill continued to say they had food vender and local food venders who sold out of food. Bill said they had an issue with so many people coming early and that they are aware of the traffic issue and we are looking into ways to fix it before next year’s event. Bill said they restructured the entry to the event, and he called SNG and got permission to circle through their driveway because on Thursday afternoon traffic got real slow.  Bill commented they only had one person that they had to deal with by calling the Sheriff. Bill stated that they have every reason to believe that they will be coming back again. 
MAYOR MARTIN IRVIN: Mayor Martin Irvin said that he had received a few calls from Clark Sheets and the Logan Police Department regarding assistance to the festival’s traffic backed up on Zanesville Ave and the music issues. Mayor Irvin stated there were a lot of inspections done before they got to your property. Bill said that every one who comes to the event a complete contraband search is done and the gate was moved back to help security and get people off the road. Mayor Irvin said that they received a number of calls regarding the music that took place over the weekend that was scheduled from 11:00am to 4:00am and gave a copy of one of the emails he had received stating it is 5:00am and the thumping and the noise of the music coming from the festival, and he knows it’s outside the cities jurisdiction but maybe when there are events like this we can tell our citizens what to expect or not to expect. John said that he had called Bill regarding the traffic flow. Mayor Irvin said he is willing to help and doesn’t want to discourage the festival because of the economy. Bill said that the festival had doubled in size and they had on site security and they were working on the music issue. The Mayor said he would like to help in the future and that there were 50 arrests made on the road. 
Mayor Irvin asked about the Moving Ohio Forward Program. Clark said that they did not have the specifics on anything yet that HAPCAP are checking on it. John said that HAPCAP is getting the final details.

John said that the Dog Warden received a call to pick up a dog at the festival and someone had pried open the fence and removed the dog.
FRED HAWK: Fred Hawk spoke the Commissioners about leasing office space for the Probation Department. Fred stated that he had a facility of 1500 square feet that contained 6-7 rooms and two bathrooms and would like to show the office space. John said he would contact Fred to see it. Sandy said she had already seen the space and it was clean. Fred said it was $8.00 per square foot and would be the cost of $1,000.00 a month plus utilities.

Bill also stated that he can block out the music. The Commissioners Clerk stated that they can hear the drums and the whining music above their TV with there windows closed.  Clark asked if their security searches for contraband.  Bill said yes. Clark asked did you find anything and what kind of things did you find. Bill said they look for things like laughing gas and weapons. John said the first issue was the traffic. Bill stated that he had gone to the police and the sheriff to ask if there was anything he could do. John said that he hoped it would be under control.

COUNTY RESIDENT MICHELLE DAVIS: County resident Michelle Davis spoke to the Commissioners about the events over to Bill Kaeppners’ over the past weekend as she is his neighbor. Michelle stated that the event has several people inebriated and she was not sure what they were on but drugs would be her guess and her husband approached one man about three feet away from their property to ask him if he was ok and he got “yeah man”. Michelle stated he went back twice too check on the man to make sure he was ok and not lying in their creek. We were just concerned because we know there are illegal things going on there and what can be done about it because I know it is private property. I know the Sheriff’s Office does drug raids on private property what makes this different. John said that they had received complaints as well from the Mayor regarding the music and traffic with what’s going on. Sandy stated the bad thing about that is if someone got over into your creek and drowned who are they going to blame? Michelle said it would be on me. Sandy said that’s what I am saying. Michelle said our home is on Clay Bank Road and she brought a plat map to show how their properties are next to each other and the problem of the music /drums going on from 2-4 in the morning. Sandy stated not in defense of Mr. Kaeppner but he said they were not supposed to do that. Michelle said she hears that all the time. Mr. Holcomb who lives on Tolliver Road, I thought was supposed to be here as he said his windows were shaking. Michelle said her husband is going to get a sound decimal meter for the next event which will be the Hooka Festival I believe. Sandy said there is one coming up in October. Clark concurred stating it will be old hippies instead of younger ones. Michelle said correct, they are not as loud but this weekend it was deafening. John stated they there were quite a few issues, one concerning the Dog Warden was called to pick up a dog on Saturday and Sunday morning the fence gate was pried open and the dog was gone. Clark said so they came sometime in the night and got their dog.  Michelle said again if someone back there is doing drugs and we have the knowledge that they are doing drugs why can we not do something about it. I think Hocking County has enough problems with drugs issues we don’t need people bringing them in and I understand the legal authorities were doing stops on their way in. John said he wasn’t sure how many arrests were made we heard several different figures. Clark stated that he heard two different runs on the fire radio of non-responsive people. Michelle said that is what she heard too. The Commissioners stated that they know of the issue but are not sure how to handle it. Clark said the city can regulate things but we can’t because it’s outside the city limits if it was in the city limits it could; because of zoning ordinances. Sandy stated the county doesn’t. John said it would have to be done by the township and that is in Green Township.
