SOUTH PERRY RESIDENTS: Residents of South Perry: Marie Goodman, Maryanne McNeil, Owen Knox, Narcie Stahr, Kay Burns, Ellen Smith, Beverly Carr and Pam Rotor spoke to the Commissioners regarding a neighbor’s dogs that has chased and attacked different people in the community. Marie stated that on the first incident a dog attacked a young boy and the Dog Warden was called and when he came out the dog came at him and he shot it. She continued to say that these dogs are vicious and she had been unable to get out of her car due to the dogs and she is not here to cause Ed Kuhn problems. Marie stated that she has spoken to Sandy Ogle, Judge Moses, the Prosecutor and the Sheriff Office and nobody wants to do anything, and just a week ago Saturday night they attacked a woman on her property. Marie continued and stated she wanted the Commissioners to go out and see the poor pen that these dogs are supposed to be in, these dogs are vicious and this elderly lady (Maryann O’Neil) risks her life to go to her mailbox. We are here to ask for your help to see if these dogs can be removed entirely from this property so we can have safety. John asked who owns the dogs. Marie said Ed Kuhn. It was stated concern of letting children outside during Bible School. John asked if the dogs run loose. Owen Knox stated that sometimes they run loose and sometimes he may have one out and sometimes none will be out. It was stated that the fence was more like field fence and could the owner be made to build a wood fence. Sandy said that she had checked into to it and the ORC says that as long as you have a fence and have dog tags. John said that they would get with the Dog Warden to get the facts, he is the investigator. Sandy stated the facts are right here. Marie stated that she felt the Dog Warden doesn’t see the seriousness of this problem. Clark said that due to the laws the Dog Warden just cannot go and get the dogs, there are laws to be followed. John stated again let us talk to Don and get the facts of what he has investigated and what he know and we will get back to you. Sandy stated it was good they came because it’s now on record. Clark said that the vicious dog laws had changed earlier this year that if a dog bites there are special vicious dog laws that have to be followed. John said they would talk to the Dog Warden and get back to them.
CHILDREN SERVICE-JULIE MOGAVERO: Julie Mogavero presented a letter from the Board of Children Services to the Commissioners stating that the Board had met on August 21, 2012 to evaluate the options of continuing on as a separate board or merge with the Hocking County Department of Job and Family Services. The Board made the decision because of the uncertainty of future state and local funding; maintaining a local Children Services Board with the responsibility of ensuring mandated services to children and families would be very difficult if not impossible. Therefore, it was a unanimous decision of the Hocking County Children Board to dissolve the Board and begin the process of merging with Hocking County Department of Job and Family Services.
Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by Clark Sheets to authorize the merge between Hocking County Children Services and Hocking County Job and Family Services.

DOG WARDEN DON KIGER: Dog Warden Don Kiger spoke with the Commissioners regarding the South Perry complaints of vicious dogs running loose. John asked what can be done. Don read a statement from the last incident on Saturday the 18th, that two large dogs came at her and she was bitten, Don presented photos from the incident. Don also commented that the bites did not break the skin. Don continued and stated that a case file was made and sent to the County Prosecutor for advice on how to proceed, the Prosecutor told him to pursue vigorously. John asked if he needed more guidance from the prosecutor. Don said yes. Clark said to cite him on the information from the investigation. Don stated he could cite him on failure to confine and failure to register but may need more advice on the viscous dog law. There was discussion on the new laws regarding viscous dogs. Clark told Don to file the viscous dog charges. Don said he would. Sandy said she would contact the South Perry residents and let them know charges are being filed.
