DISCUSSION: John stated that they received a letter from Brownfield Restoration regarding the Environmental Covenant for General Clay site. Clark said it should be sent to the County Prosecutor for review.

Sandy said the trucks are traveling thru Haydenville and she has contacted Maggi from the Engineer’s Office regarding getting the crosswalks painted.
BOE-BILL HENDERSON: Bill Henderson from the Board of Elections Board (BOE) spoke to the Commissioners regarding office space issues and that they currently use three different buildings for the Board of Elections. Bill stated that they are aware that the Children Services building will be soon available and ask the Commissioners to look at it as a building for the BOE. Sandy asked if they wanted all or just part of the building. Bill said he doesn’t know how much we will need but they are willing to share, like with the Veterans Office, as long as it is secure. Clark asked if he could come up with the square footage they will need. Bill said yes, he could do that with what they have now. John said they would look at it and get a floor plan. Bill requested that they keep them in mind as they need a secure site and it needs to be handicap assessable. 
BUCKEYE JOINT COUNTY INSURANCE: Bernard Kinder and Randy Lambert from Buckeye Joint County Insurance spoke to the Commissioners regarding an insurance quote of $117,675.00 for the 2012 year. Randy stated that there is an increase because of the new equipment and vehicles. John asked about the $2,500.00 deductible. Randy said that it is $2,500.00 unless it is an animal claim which is $1, 000.00 verses CORSA’s $2,500.00 on animal claims. Randy also stated that the Ohio Plan has not raised its rates in the past 10 years because you’re with a group of seven other counties. John asked if they would have a three year commitment. Randy said that is what we recommend, but is up to the council. Clark asked if Randy was the only legal staff. Randy stated that sometimes they use Gary Winters out of the Cincinnati office. Clark stated that sometimes people get nervous because he may be spread to thin. Randy said that he has an another assistant who is an attorney on staff that helps.
