AUDITOR KEN WILSON: Auditor Ken Wilson spoke to the Commissioners regarding that COBRA will be increasing their rates to 10 cents per month per employee. Clark asked about getting outside quotes.  Ken stated that in the past the county has used Comp Management.

Ken also informed the Commissioners that the single audit 3 year contract has expired and they will need to do a request for proposal to get quotes.

Ken presented a letter that was given to him from Logan Transit that requested $10,000.00 in county funding for the year 2013.
MARION TOWNSHIP: Marion Township Trustees spoke to the Commissioners regarding the lodging tax. Roger King said they are having a problem collecting taxes from Camp Akita, the last three months they have claimed they have not had any bed tax due to no one staying at the cabins. Roger continued saying that the Prosecutor had sent out a letter telling them they are not exempt and they are claiming they have exempt status, Roger said he went through some figures and at $200.00 a night with four cabins and if you have an 65% occupancy rate they’re beating the township and the county out of $12,000.00 to $15, 000.00 a year. County Prosecutor Laina Fetherolf asked what they are basing their exemption on or are they saying that they have no one coming in. Roger said one, they are saying they have no one coming in and two; they are exempt because they are a church group. Prosecutor Fetherolf stated no they are not. Roger stated he knows they are not. The Prosecutor said the hard part is catching them when they claim that they do not have anyone coming in and the only way you are tax exempt on lodging tax is if they are non-transient guests such a renting a cabin for a month at a time, so one they can’t claim exemption and two it is my understanding you know someone who was there that might be willing to, that’s where we usually have an issue catching them when they lie and say, “oh we haven’t had any business” but in this situation it sounds like we can catch them, but the point is they are not exempt. Roger stated for the last three months they have turned in zero. Sandra Snider stated that she has a letter from Camp Akita in 2002 stating that the reason they are exempt for those three months is because they have band camp, well anybody knows you pay for your kid to go to band camp so there is income from that. John asked if we have any leverage to authorize. Prosecutor Fetherolf said if they turned in a report that says they did not have any business when in fact they did that’s fraud. Roger stated he would suggest that the Auditor’s office to do an estimated income tax and mail it to them and if they refuse to pay take them to court. The Prosecutor asked if they had received her letter regarding tax exemption. Sandra said yes, it went out the 6th and the reports are dated the 10th. Sandy asked what the next step is. The Prosecutor said she would have to look back at the statutes. John asked her to check into it and get back to them.
