KEN WILSON – CASINO MONEY: Ken Wilson spoke to the Commissioners in regards to the casino money the county will be receiving and that he had attended a meeting in Columbus about the revenue the counties could expect. Ken said that the Ohio casino revenue impact would be at a 51% distribution based on population and the counties could expect that revenue on a quarterly basis thirty days after the quarter. Ken stated that Hocking County received their first check for $25, 658.23 in July; the next check is expected October 31st or November 1st for the July thru September quarter in the amount of $51,211.75. Ken said that the original estimate that the counties was given was 15% lower than what was projected. Ken stated that the Columbus casino opened Monday and the one in Cincinnati will be opening next July. Ken said that the monies would need to go into the general fund and disbursed by the Commissioners. John asked when the next state budget meeting would be. Ken stated that it would be next June or July.
