MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President John Walker.

PUBLIC COMMENT: County resident Bill Kaeppner stated that his events brought in 40,000 people into the county and he hope to exceed that number next year. Bill stated that he had taken his noise decimal to several locations and they were all in the acceptable range. John suggested that the events to close down at a decent time. Bill stated that for the next year’s events there will be some changes.

Regina said that what she understood that they meet a lot in the evenings and Bill Henderson said that there’s a lot of congestion out front with their friends waiting on them and he doesn’t think that would be good for people coming in to vote. Sandy asked if they were concerned with the security of it. Regina said that Bill doesn’t even want a door coming out of the place where you come in, the entrance and our door was there. Regina stated that she doesn’t know how it is over there. John said he stopped over there today because he had not been there for awhile and that one front room is the one he asked Bob about with the cubicles would be left in there. Sandy said that they said they would be. John stated but we have not made any decision and we actually all three have not looked at it.  Sandy said she had looked at it. Regina asked if the board members could look at the building. John said yes. 
TIM BLAIR-SENECA STEEL: Tim Blair representing Seneca Steel spoke to the Commissioners requesting an 8/10 of an acre at the fairgrounds that is currently fenced in. Tim said that Seneca Steel would like to use it for storage for 11 months of the year and let it be used for primitive camping during the fair. John stated if the Fair Board had no objections. Jim Stimmel from the Fair Board stated they did not. John said they would have to have the Prosecutor look into it. Sandy asked how many camping spots would be there. Jim said around 20. Sandy said she had no problem with it if the Prosecutor says it’s ok. John stated that they need to contact Bill Shaw and the Prosecutor. Tim asked if they could use the brickyard for additional parking. John said they would look into it and may get an agreement. 
Tim also informed the Commissioners that Green Township Trustees have no objections with the alley vacate on Maysville-Greendale Road.
