DISCUSSION:  John asked they wanted to discuss this one time stipend. Sandy stated that she wanted to discuss it and asked that it be explained how it was going to work, is it going to be deposited into the salary line item of each department. John said yes, into each general fund department salary line item. Sandy asked about the Clerk of Courts and she pays her employees out of different funds hers needs to be put into two funds. John stated he was not sure they were all paid out of the general fund. Clark stated we give to them and they decide what to do with it and we have no control of it. Sandy asked if she could move it out of her salary line item into another one. John said if that’s what she wants to do, we are putting it into their salary line item and if they want to give a one time payment that is what this money is for, it is not to be an increase  per hour, it’s a one time lump some payment. Clark stated that it is their discretion whether they give it or not, we’re just making the funds available to them. Sandy asked why they couldn’t move into a fund where they can move it anywhere they want. Clark stated according to Auditor Ken Wilson that’s what he told us to do. Sandy said well like his office that one girl gets paid out 3 months of the Dog & Kennel Fund. John stated alright, but that’s not out of the general fund. Sandy said that’s the point I’m trying to make. Clark stated it doesn’t make any difference which fund it comes out of, whatever they put it in they take it out of, it’s a one time payment. John said it’s not per hour; it’s a one time payment if he wants to split it up, what we’re saying we are giving them a 3% of their salary line item for the year. Clark wherever their salary item comes out of. John said if they wish to use it as a one time payment they can; they can probably take it out of the salary line item put it wherever they want it. What we are saying is, do not give this as an increase per hour because that will not follow through, that will affect the budget next year, this won’t. This is just a one time payment into that line item; if they do not want to use it that way then they can take it out of there and put it elsewhere. Sandy said she would never hold up giving them money, because I think we should give them 3% of what their budget is. John said this is for the general fund salary not the other, because that’s where that money is coming out of.
Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by Sandy Ogle to give a one time stipend increase of 3% that will be in the salary line item of the General Fund Departments, with the attached list.

SAFETY COORDINATOR MARJORIE DAVIS: Safety Coordinator Marjorie Davis updated the Commissioners on the Keynes building stating there are several issues that need fixed. Clark said she needed to bring it to the maintenance personnel attention. Marjorie also stated that the Children Services Building should be tended to before the moving starts and a reminder needs to be sent to the departments about burning candles and the electric burning pots and requests another memo be sent out. John said to send out a reminder memo. Marjorie also reminded the Commissioners that Group Retro CCAO recommends a transitional work program. John said they would get with Ken and discuss it.
DISCUSSION: John said the next thing he had on the agenda is the county liability insurance for next year and that after talking to CORSA and Buckeye Joint County Insurance and seeing the figures that Buckeye Joint is a few dollars cheaper and he feels more comfortable with them due to the fact we know what’s there and with CORSA you have to sign a three year period and pick up a tail policy. John said Buckeye Joint renewal is $117,675.00. Sandy asked how much CORSA’s is. John said $113,121.00 but they have 10 less autos shown that they are covering and if you figure approximately $500.00 per additional vehicle it makes CORSA a bit higher and Buckeye Joint has no deductible on vehicle animal claims. Sandy stated you mean if you hit a deer there is no deductible, but CORSA has deductible. John said he recommends Buckeye Joint. Sandy asked if CORSA’s deductible is $2, 500.00. John stated that was correct and Buckeye Joint is also $2, 500.00 but they have no deductible on vehicle animal claims.

DISCUSSION: Sandy stated that they have not discussed allowing money to set up the credit card system by Mark Stout for Treasure Diane Sargent. John said he had not yet talked to Auditor Ken Wilson. Sandy said she would talk to Ken. Clark said that bids on the Southeastern Regional Jail roof were rejected due to receiving one bid and it was over the engineers estimate so they are going to try to patch it right now to get by. Budget wise things do not look good down there for the jail, because we lost all the bed space that Fairfield County was renting off of them, its looks like from the recommendation from their auditor, there will be an $8.00 or $9.00 increase just to keep things solvent. John said that will take another estimated $100,000.00 for us just for the base beds. Clark stated that they are getting insurance quotes and to expect an increase.
John said we’re fortunate that we made those cuts back 3 years ago and everybody had cooperated with us we certainly wouldn’t be where we are at today. Clark stated we are going to have to look at things when the budgets come back in from everybody  and look at the fine detail, you know we still have another Inman trial after the first of the year. Sandy said there is going to be a carryover from Children’s Services. Clark stated yes, but they said they are going to be operating on with that carryover. John said but there has been some question on how much and a couple things have come up so that question hasn’t been answered yet. 
John reminded them there is an Athens Solid Waste Meeting on Monday, November 5, 2012 and a Juvenile Detention meeting on next Friday. Clark stated he could not make that meeting.
Clark said that on November the 16th at 5:30pm there is a Rural Action Solid Waste meeting down at Lee’s Dining.
