AMENDMENT TO NOVEMBER 8, 2012 RESOLUTION: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John Walker to amend the previous resolution made on November 8, 2012 that the speed limit should be reduced to 25 mph on a portion of Haydenville Road beginning .463 miles from the intersection of U.S. 33 and ending at 1.246 miles (zone - .783mile).
