Judge Moses also stated that there may be some money coming from a Supreme Court Architecture grant that would help in the cost. Judge Moses continued talking about his budget and that he would need additional money due to the increase of cases. Sandy asked if it was over the 3%. Judge Moses stated it was. John said to turn his budget over to the Auditor and then they would look at it.
 DANA BOOKMAN-SPECIALTY CONCRETE: Dana Bookman of Specialty Concrete spoke to the Commissioners regarding the upcoming weather and how it may delay the installing of the courthouse steps. The Commissioners stated that he should use his judgment but to let them know when he will be doing the job.

John said that it would cost $10.00 thru the Old Dutch and as far as candy he would talk to the Auditor and see what can be done. Sandy stated that was just a suggestion, maybe buy them a ham. John said the consensus is we are having a carry in. Clark said it sounds like. Sandy said that’s what they want. The Commissioners Clerk commented that Kathy of the Janitor’s Department would like to purchase a new Christmas tree. Sandy said it could last for one more year; you can get one after Christmas a lot cheaper. John stated that the consensus on the Christmas tree is we will not purchase a new tree this year.
