COMMISSIONERS MEETING January 29, 2013


The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 29th of January, 2013 with the following members present John Walker, Sandy Ogle and Clark Sheets.

MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President Clark Sheets.

ADJOURNMENT: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John Walker to adjourn the January 24, 2013 meeting.

MINUTES: January 24, 2013 minutes approved as read. 

AGENDA: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to approve the Agenda.

PUBLIC COMMENT: County resident Bill Kaeppner stated that 6 weeks ago that the Commissioners had a series of meetings regarding the lease of the old brickyard and there was to be an announcement and there has not been one. Clark said that the agreement had not been signed yet by the other party.

DISCUSSION: Sandy stated that they received a list from the Board of Elections requesting to have Janitor Kathy Bennington to clean their offices over to the old Children Services building. Sandy questioned how they could do that with the job she has here to do and who is responsible to get the work done. Clark said they may need to allow overtime to do the cleaning. John stated that she will just have to let us know when.
BID AWARD – WPCLF PROJECT #9 Wendy Hanna from the Hocking County Health Department presented the Commissioners with the bids for the WPCLF stating they recommend M.E. Good & Sons for Contract #8 and Procare for #10 for the following bids.

Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle under the recommendations of Hocking County Health Department to award the WPCLF Project #8 to M.E. Good & Sons for the total amount of 19,630.00 and #10 to Procare for the amount of $13,470.00.

Wendy also informed the Commissioners that there will be an agriculture tire collection this spring and would like to the recycling center for the drop off. John asked would there be someone to monitor what comes in. Wendy stated no and that Liberty Tires would pick them up. Clark said maybe you could do it on a Saturday morning so it could be monitored and the dates are set and another location. Sandy agreed. John stated recommends that she talk to the Falls Township. Bill Kaeppner stated that St Rt 93 is the second most busy highway and it would be hard to get big trucks in and out of there. Sandy suggested using the Fairgrounds. John said it may be advisable. Wendy said she liked that idea.
JUDGE WALLACE – DAMRON EVALUATION:  Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to approve Judge Wallace’s request for funds for a second evaluation of Jason Damron in the amount of $1,000.00.

HAPCAP ADMINISTRATIVE CONTRACT: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John Walker to authorize President Clark Sheets to sign the Housing Revolving Loan Fund Administrative Agreement between HAPCAP and Hocking County.

Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea. 
ENGINEER –ROAD LIMIT: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to approve that legal road limit be reduced by 50% on All county roads, with the exception of CR #33A, Chieftain Drive, CR #33B, Hocking Drive and CR #25, Haydenville Road, in Accordance with Section 5577 of the Ohio Revised Code. This load limit reduction will be effective February 1, 2013 remaining in effect until April 30, 2013, unless road conditions warrant lifting the restriction earlier upon the recommendation of William Shaw, Hocking County Engineer. 

Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.

INTERNET RFP: Motion by Jon Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to approve the Request for Proposal for the Hocking County dedicated internet access.

Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.

DISCUSSION: Sandy stated she received a call regarding the CIC were not working under the ORC and asked Clark if he could give an update on it. Clark said that it is his understanding that they are not operating under the section of the Ohio Revised Code like they need to be in the representation of the board, they do not have the percentages of representation from the Public Sector and the y are working through their legal council to correct it. Sandy asked who is on the board now. Clark said me myself, it was Jeff Daubenmire but his term is up and also Fred James and they have appointed the Good boy for the Daubenmire’s position representing the Chamber, Larry Kinsley, James St.Clair, and Joe Murtha. Sandy stated and the Mayor.
SHARON EDWARDS-CLERK OF COURTS: Clerk of Courts Sharon Edwards spoke to the Commissioners regarding the room next to Law Library and stated that Judge Waller would share that room with her so she could store records. John asked how often she would need to get in there. Sharon stated anytime. Clark said the room is to be used for any attorney. John asked if she could use the Hulls Building for storage. Sandy said she would rather that Sharon use the Hulls building to leave room for the attorneys. John said let us look at the Hulls Building. Sharon said she is fine with it she just needs more room.
DISCUSSION: Clark said that Bill Rinehart of the CIC had called about the study and that the city had given them $2,000.00 for the county wide study. John stated that he feels they should give as it is not just the city. Sandy said isn’t that the job of the CIC. John stated that it is not just the city it’s the whole county and that he thinks they should match the city. Sandy stated she would vote no.

COUNTY WIDE STUDY-CIC: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Clark Sheets to approve $2,000.00 to the CIC for a county wide study.
Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, nay, Sheets, yea.

ATTORNEY ED JOHNSTON: Attorney Ed Johnston spoke to the Commissioners regarding property in Green Township that is an abandoned lock on the Old Hocking Canal that is owned by the Historical society. Ed stated that the Historical Society has determined that it cannot maintain the site and would like to return the 1.385 acres to its original owner Richard Robinson. John told Ed to bring the information in and that they will need to take it to the Prosecutor to have her look at it. Ed said to let him know.
FOR THE RECORD: Sandy left the meeting as she had a meeting to attend. Clark said there will be a feasibility meeting at the High School Wednesday at 6:00pm.
DISCUSSION: Clark stated that Channel 4 News had contacted him regarding the heat in the dog shelter; the reporter asked if we were shipping dogs out because there is no heat down there. Clark said he wanted to set the record straight and have it on record that they are not shipping dogs out and the building is heated. Clark also said that one dog was shipped out to a rescue group K-9 Collective that had requested a dog from Delaware County. Clark said let it be on record that the building is heated from 60 to 65 degrees and Don said he would be willing to take the reporter down there and show them the care that we give to the dogs and we were not shipping them out to South Eastern Ohio because we can’t afford to keep them. John said that the reporter had called him too and he told them that it was false information. 
John said that he had talked to Bernie from Buckeye Joint County Insurance about liability cases and one case had been dropped and he question Bernie about a 2 million coverage and he said it may not be a bad idea.
John continued and said he had talked to Kevin from the Sewer Department and the office space might need an air-condition unit put in. Clark commented that the may be able to connect a vent. John said they would discuss it on Thursday.
