COMMISSIONERS MEETING February 5, 2013


The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 5th day of February, 2013 with the following members present John Walker, Sandy Ogle, and Clark Sheets.

MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President Clark Sheets.

ADJOURNMENT: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to adjourn the January 31, 2013 meeting.                                  Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.

MINUTES: January 31, 2013 minutes approved as read. 

AGENDA: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John Walker to approve the Agenda with the addition of Judge Moses.                                                                     Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.

JUDGE MOSES: Judge Moses spoke to the Commissioners stating that recently the Commissioners approved an upgrade to the County server and they would like to put all their files on the server that would eliminate storage in the old Sheriff’s building. Judge Moses stated that he had spoken to the Data Department and there will enough room on the server due to the upgrade and his office would pay for an off site server. Sandy asked what would happen to the old files. Judge Moses said they would be destroyed. Clark asked if they could be destroyed. Judge Moses said that if you can verify a backup they can be destroyed. 

JESSICA POWERS-HAPCAP: Jessica Powers presented to the Commissioners an Environmental Review Record for the following projects Logan Sidewalk Improvements, Rockbridge Sewer and the Logan Senior Center.

HANDRAIL ESTIMATE: Clark presented an estimate from Logan Welding and he stated his thought is that the handrail should be anchored to the building and not the concrete to be more secure. John agreed. Sandy stated that makes sense. All agreed that option three of the estimate and layout would be most appealing. Clark stated he would get with maintenance Brain Wyskiver on other estimates.

DISCUSSION: Clark stated that the Commissioners need to decide how to set up a payment plan for delinquent county sewer customers to get them current. Sandy asked would they pay a certain percentage. Clark said they would have to pay the month that’s due and pay something on their past due accounts. Sandy asked would we require a certain amount on the past due. Clark stated his thinking is you pay the current amount that is due and then you pay $40.00 each time you come in till you are caught up but one of those would be $44.00 because of the penalty. Clark said what they need to establish is what the minimum amount for them to get caught up. John stated they need to sit down and write something out. Clark said he feels our ultimate goal is to get away from accessing their taxes. Clark said he would set down with the clerk and try to come up with some scenarios. John suggested they get Kevin’s input from the Sewer Dept. 
Clark asked John if he checked with Green Township on the site from the Historical Society. John said he did talk to Tim Blair and they are not interested and they need to contact the Prosecutor to see how they can turn the property over to the owner. Clark said they may need to check with the County Engineer too. John said we need to make sure about the sewer line and having a right of way.
