JODY WALKER-SCOJFS: Jody Walker of SCOJFS presented a sublease agreement between the Hocking County Commissioners and the SCOJFS for the offices they are currently using and they are working with Roger Shaw regarding the leases and they should be ready for the next SCOJFS Board Meeting in February.

SCOTT BROOKER – EMS: Scott Brooker gave an update to the Commissioners stating that since September 1, 2012 when Station #3 opened at Carbon Hill they have made 121 runs, at Station #2 in Laurelville 191 runs and 1019 runs in Logan. Scott said they are in the process of hiring 3 more full time people at Station #3 and they are in the process of getting more cardiac monitors. Scott requested that they get the go ahead to proceed with a new emergency vehicle purchase for this year. Sandy asked if they have the money. Scott said yes. Clark asked if he had the cost. Scott said it is right around the price they paid for the last one with a 3% increase so it is about $179, 000.00. Sandy asked if he had this factored into his budget. Scott said he did. John agreed that the equipment needs to be updated. Sandy stated she agreed with John. Sandy said to refresh her memory but last time they received bids for the old one. Scott said yes and depending when the new truck comes in it may 6 to 7 months before we get the new unit but we do not have the room for another vehicle at this point of time. John said with the money you get it will offset the new one. Clark asked about if they had used the CPR board. Scott said he went to see it last week and all he could say is it is amazing. Sandy asked what is it and Scott said it is an Auto Pulse Board that does automatic CPR. Scott stated that the data show a 12% jump over manual CPR. Clark said that it was sadly to say that there are more non breathers that need CPR in the county is related to the drug use. 
Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to approve ordering a new emergency vehicle.

DISCUSSION: John asked if they need to change the name of the Children Services building and should it be called the Courthouse Annex. The Clerk stated that there is a sign there that said Hocking County Children Services and it has been suggested to call it the Hocking County Annex so you would only need to put the word annex there. Sandy stated that makes since. John said that would be fine with him.
HOCKING COUNTY ANNEX: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to rename the Children Services building the Hocking County Annex.

DISCUSSION: Clark stated they needed to discuss the front row parking and that the first sign coming into the lot needs to be taken down because it says for county employees only and the second sign needs to be left up because that is where the county employees need to park. Clark continued saying another handicap parking space beside the other two that is out there and signs need to put out there that states public parking.20 minutes or 2 hour limit. Sandy said it says 2 hours out there now. John said a couple say 20 minutes. Clark said do we want to make it standard to one hour parking. John said he supports adding another handicap parking space. Sandy said she knows of one person here in the courthouse that needs it. Sandy continued saying that we need to send a letter out about the front row parking.  Clark said do we want to make them 20 minutes or two hour. John said he thinks that there should be two 20 minutes parking spots and the rest of the spots be 2 hour parking with the addition of another handicap spot. Clark asked if they were all in agreement to do that. Sandy said she would agree for right now and if it doesn’t work out then we will change it.
John said that he had talked to Wes and the RFP for the internet the 15th. John also stated that they will need a flag pole for the Hocking County Annex. Clark said we need to do some research on it.
