COMMISSIONERS MEETING March 19, 2013


The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 19th day of March, 2013 with the following members present John Walker, Sandy Ogle, and Clark Sheets.

MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President Clark Sheets.

MINUTES: March 14, 2013 minutes approved as read. 

AGENDA: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John Walker to approve the Agenda.   Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.

SHSC ARCHITECT PROPOSAL: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to approve the SHSC proposal to use Clarke Architects, Inc. for their building expansion.   Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.
DISCUSSION: Sandy commented on the Board of Election’s letter regarding an accessibility assessment that was done by Mr. Harbage their ADA Coordinator and that they have a door that needs to be adjusted as it closes too fast and other issues. John stated that they have matching grants to help with the cost.
CLEAN OHIO REVITALIZATION FUND CLOSEOUT: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John Walker to authorize President Clark Sheets to sign the Ohio Development Services Agency Office of Redevelopment Certificate of Completion for the former General Clay Property.   Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.

DISCUSSION: John asked if they had progressed with the things they have at the fairgrounds that needs to be sold. Clark said they need to find out what date the Sheriff has in mind. Sandy said there might be some stuff from the Children’s Service building that we might want to put in it too. Clark said they need to come up with a solution to the Jr. Fair Building as they need to find someone to take care of it on the weekends.
JANE SEIBERT-RECORDS: Jane Siebert of the Records Repository spoke to the Commissioners regarding the need of a copier as the copier they are using is no longer working correctly. John asked if they could get an estimate on how much it would cost to fix the copier.

DISCUSSION: Sandy said that she knew that last Friday the résumés were to be in for the EMA Director position so before we look at those she would like to make a motion:
EMA DIRECTOR MOTION – RYAN BERRY: Motion by Sandy Ogle to reinstated Ryan Berry as the EMA Director for Hocking County. Motion dies for lack of second.

AUDITOR KEN WILSON: Auditor Ken Wilson talked to the Commissioners about the Bi Annual Budget and the State proposed sales tax changes. Ken stated that the State is proposing to reduce the County’s sales tax from 1.25% to 1.1% and broaden the tax base and bring in a whole group of new collectors so that business’ that are currently exempt from collecting sales tax would be drawn in.

TAMMY CHAMBERS-MYNA ROEDERER HUMANE SOCIETY: Tammy Chambers from the Human Society stated she had a complaint on the Dog Warden. Tammy gave a copy of a letter from the Dog Warden to the Commissioners and said that she did not argue with the Dog Warden but did not appreciate his foul language that she asked why he was using foul language against her but she said she was not going to tell them how it went. Tammy stated she was told by Ms. Harvey to call the dog shelter the night about a complaint they had the night before from the Sheriff’s Department, I made that call but never received a call back from the Dog Warden, so on my way home I stopped at the dog shelter and Craig was there and Don came in later. Tammy stated the Dog Warden is wrong for what he has done, when I make a phone call I do not get a phone call back and that she feels that something has to be done about his behavior. Tammy also complained about the siren stating she did not understand why there is a siren on a non-emergency vehicle. Sandy stated after Tammy had called her she went to the prosecutor and asked her about the sirens and she said if you don’t have red and blue lights you don’t use a siren and she wasn’t aware that there was a siren on there. Clark stated that Don had came to the Commissioners and stated that he had lost his temper and did not use the “f” word but used the “gd” word and that he doesn’t recall using the “f” word, that is what he told us. Tammy said he is lying. Clark said that Tammy’s husband called him and Clark talked to Don and he was told that he needed to apologize to you. Sandy said you have two separate issues, one the way he talked to you and the other is the sirens. Tammy said yes. John said he hoped they could work something out. Myna Roederer said she had documented that she had talked to Sandy about the two puppies. Sandy said he told her that he had picked - Myna interrupted saying he did not, until he called me personally Monday at noon and said he had the dog. Myna stated that she thinks he needs to work on courtesy calls. Clark stated that they would address it with him
