COMMISSIONERS MEETING March 26, 2013


The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this26th day of March 2013 with the following members present John Walker, Sandy Ogle, and Clark Sheets.
MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President Clark Sheets.

MINUTES: March 21, 2013 minutes approved as read. 

AGENDA: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John Walker to approve the Agenda with the addition of Dave Pritchard.

BILL KAEPPNER:  County Resident Bill Kaeppner spoke to the Commissioners regarding the contracts last meeting you signed off on a report of HAPCAP, they get a 15% of the money they write grants for and supervised projects. They come in and give you a report that they ask you to sign off that it is true and accurate, at the same time they bring it in. Does it contain how many times they visited the job site, did they make sure the contractor had their permits. Is any of that in the contract? The Commissioners should be aware of that stuff before signing the contract. The document they want you to sign off on should be presented to you at least a week ahead so you can review it because at this point it is a public document until you sign off on it. 

Bill continued saying over a year ago I came and asked for the Commissioners to do contactor registry. That when a contractor wants to do work in the County that they bring in their state license. Which would include their Worker’s Comp. #, whether they are insured and have every thing in place, and if they are qualified to do the work. Also with the changing of law coming up that says service work is going to be taxable, you can be sure these folks have their vendor’s number. If they don’t have them you folks aren’t going to get sales tax money nobody is. Clark said we had a discussion on that with Regional Planner Audie Wykle. John said I haven’t talked to him lately I’ll have to get back in touch with him with and see where he is with it.  
DAVE PRICHARD:
 Salt Creek Twp. Trustee Dave Pritchard spoke to the Commissioners in reference about the reinstatement of Ryan Berry. He said the Salt Creek Township Trustees and Sandy had a meeting and talked about this in length and made a decision to take up a petition and ask the voice of our residents within the township to be heard. Dave presented the petition to the Commissioners. Dave said the 2011 storm disaster what Ryan did for the residents within our community of Salt Creek Township and the people will never forget it. Dave said we would like to see him back in office, we would like your reconsideration; I know Sandy has made a motion to reinstate him. Sandy said well I will make the motion again to reinstate Ryan Berry as the EMA Director. Sandy said I am making that motion now.
