COMMISSIONERS MEETING April 9, 2013


The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 9th day of April 2013 with the following members present John Walker, Sandy Ogle, and Clark Sheets.

MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President Clark Sheets.

MINUTES: April 4, 2013 minutes approved as read with correction.

AGENDA: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to approve the Agenda. Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.

PUBLIC COMMENT: County resident Bill Kaeppner asked Clark about the PNC deal and Clark stated he did not know where Bill was hearing things but the condition was the same and he should ask the others. John said I haven’t. Bill continued asking about the CIC Reorganization Meeting and that he appreciated that Sandy was there and he felt that all of the Commissioners should have been there and was disappointed that all did not attend.
REGIONAL PLANNER AUDIE WYKLE: Regional Planner Audie Wykle gave an update to the Commissioners on the building permit systems and a contractors list and he had checked with other counties and none of the surrounding counties has anything in place county wide for residential construction. Audie stated that commercial construction is permitted through the State of Ohio unless a county takes it upon them selves. Audie said other than what the Health Department has; there is no building permit system in the county. The Health Department requires permitting for any sewage systems installed, the State of Ohio requires water well drillers to be licensed and bonded which are over seen by the Health Department and they have a planning permit system that requires plumbers to be licensed and plans to be submitted that includes residential. Audie said in Fairfield County that are certain zoned townships as part of that zoning permitting process. Audie stated that some of those trustees have taken it upon themselves which they are allowed to do per the Ohio Revised Code to adopt building permits and inspections, and that is generated through the zoning permit process. Audie stated that the county has the ability or authority through the Ohio Revised Code if they so desire to adopt building codes and a building permit system but there are certain requirements the county has to meet such as the minimum national building code requirements. Audie said that none of the surrounding counties have taken on a county wide residential permit system but Lawrence County has taken on a commercial permit system. Audie stated that under the Ohio Construction Industry Licensing Board licenses commercial contractors for the following trades electrical, heating, ventilate air conditioning, hydraulics plumbing and refrigeration. Bill Kaeppner said that the State of Ohio requires anyone who does work for anyone whether residential or a business to be a license electrical contractor, license plumber, or a license HVAC, to be a licensed to anything, if he goes to work in your house as a business he has to be licensed by the State of Ohio, there is no such thing as a unlicensed electrician doing work. Audie stated under the Ohio Construction Industry Licensing Board we do not licenses residential contractors. Audie continued saying in Hocking, Vinton, Perry, Athens, and Fairfield Counties there are no contractors being over seen by the county as to whether they are licensed or not. Bill stated he asked for that anyone who does work in Hocking County to register with the county that they are licensed as required by the State that they have Workers Comp. Audie stated this is not handled by a county stand point. Clark said do we as a county want to take on that licensing. John said even if you put this list up it becomes a liability issue because  we  are going to have to research each one of these and it looks like it should be done as township and zoning. 
Audie commented on the issue of the Planning Commission meetings and that in 2005 he attended an Open Meetings training and the responsibility of the public body. Audie stated that under notice it depends on what type of meeting the public body is holding it must meet specific requirements on timing and type of notice it provides to the public and the Planning Commission meets on the third Monday of every month at 2:00PM is all that is needed for notice. Clark said they should advertise the regular meetings and if there is not going to be a meeting let the paper know. Audie agreed.
HAPCAP GLEN CRIPPEN: Glen Crippen from HAPCAP spoke to the Commissioners regarding CDBG grant programs. Glen stated that the Formula Allocation program had been reduced to $82, 000 but there is a new program called the Critical Infrastructure Program that is $300,000 that is designed for projects like the Haydenville sewer if the scoring for the area met the criteria. Glen also stated that Murray City would fit the criteria for their culvert issue. 

Motion by Sandy Ogle to have HAPCAP apply for the Critical Infrastructure Program for the Haydenville sewer project, John Walker seconds the motion upon talking to Sewer Superintendent Kevin Loudin, Clark Sheets agreed with the motion but to add to the motion that they explore both options the Haydenville sewer and that they partner with ODOT for the Murray City culvert issue.   Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.
STATUS REPORT: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to authorize President Clark Sheets to sign the Status Report for grant B-F-12-1BH-1 for Hocking County.   Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.
COMMUNITY-BASED GRANT: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John Walker to approve the Addendum to Community-Based Correction Program 408 Subsidy Grant Agreement between State of Ohio, Department of Rehabilitation and Correction and Hocking County increasing the grant award fro $26,500.00 to $27,200.00 effective on the date approved by the Deputy Director of the Division of Parole and Community Services in the Department of Rehabilitation and Correction for Fiscal Year 2013. 
Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.
